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1. The form (or means) by which we come to know

· We live by faith not sight
· One makes a statement of belief is different than the one who says “it is” 
· Faith means you are not thinking, it is taken
· Men are rational, they are capable of thinking and understanding 
· Empirical evidence – science says it is more rational to think 
· If one is going to rationalize, then you’re going to have massive problems
· Scientific/science end the capacity to reason
· Mathematical type argument has reasoning 
· Reasoning = addition and subtraction -> form an outcome????
· “how does one think” – Hobbes
· Reason = Reckoning -> adding and subtracting of the consequences of general names agreed upon the marketing and significance of our thoughts
· Reason is the capacity of things we come to know by thinking 
· Means to know <- Leviathan 

2. State of nature

· Well-being is threatened from outside 
· Hobbes writes treaties in favor of monarchy
· Religions tension between protestants vs Catholicism 
· Men are virtually equal!!!
· Everyone has the capacity to do things and they have differences that are “not so considerate”
· Equality gives hope 
· Men are driven by two things:
· 1- Desire of happiness
· We all want to be happy
· Problem: Happiness is not static, it’s a process to continue working on it 
· Quest to be happy will always change 
· 2 – Desire of Power
· Capacity to do or get something done
· You always want to increase the power
· Quest from desire of power is perpetual and restless
· Because if one wants to do but unable to do so, the restlessness will get magnified which affects happiness
· Everybody is equal but everybody wants happiness
· [bookmark: _GoBack]It will cause problems because everybody wants more
· Laws (rules) of nature -> State of nature that guides us on how we go about 
· Laws of nature are directly a product of rationality and reasoning – capacity to think
· They are immutable -> content never changes/always be the same
· They are eternal -> there forever/always there/never ends
· Rationality becomes source of problem and solution in laws of nature

12th of September

State of uncertainty 
· Men is in his natural state = state of nature 
· Laws of nature create problem that dictates you must do what it’s in your best interest
· Uncertainty is about anything and everything you are
· State filled with competition 
· Scarcity – going to your end to achieve what you really want  
· You always want more –> leads to competition
· When you are in state of nature, you are in state of war 
· STATE OF NATURE = STATE OF WAR 
· State of nature is not tenable
· State of war is a product of competition
· State holds an insecurity and uncertainty
· There is no science, culture, production 
· Notion of right vs wrong/good vs bad/justice vs injustice don’t exist
State of war 
· “Force and Fraud, are in warre the two Cardinall virtues.”
· Force the ability to take or to do 
· What’s natural today is not natural is state of nature
· Different from today’s world

The state of life during a state of war:
	“The life pf man, solitary, poore, nasty, brutish, and short.”
· Not men’s characteristics
· State of condition that man live in
· People are not poor, nasty… but its men’s life that is poor, nasty…
· In your natural state, your life looks like that 
· Face imminent death in his state of nature
· To get out of this problem:
· 1- Notion of rationality / capacity to reason
· A rationalized man would realize they are in problem, there has to be a better difference
· * (What could be the importance of rationality?) * (Q. in exam)
· Irrational mind can’t find a problem
· 2- Laws of nature -> discovered via reason
· 19 laws in total
· Both problem and solution to that problem
· Problem: you do what it is in your best interest to get what you want (to survive)
· Relation to rationality 
· Duality 
· Law 1: Everyman ought (do) to look for peace if he hopes of obtaining it 
· Obligation to live a peaceful life
· It is rational to direct man to seek peace
· You’re commanded/directed to search of peace as far as you’re hoping to obtain it
· Rational subject who understands there is no hope of peace, wont search for peace
· Only look for peace if the possibility exists
· One must and can resort violence when there is a need 
· Have right to go to “war” to seek peace 
· There is a place for violence/war when the possibility of peace doesn’t exist 
· Rational person seeks peace
· Not IF but WHEN the possibility of peace doesn’t exist.
· WHEN you cannot obtain it 
· Law 2: When someone is willing to search for peace, for it to work, you have to do something by giving up right to all things/everything.
· Sacrifice rights to everything to seek peace
· Can’t live like you lived before
· When we give up rights, everyone is giving it up equally, if you don’t its insufficient
· We are fundamentally equal
· When we agree to give up the rights, we transfer the rights via contract (social contract)
· Law 3: You have to abide by contract for peace 
State of war is one thing and one thing only for a government
State of war and lack of common authority:
	“The time men live without a common power to keep them all in awe, they are in that condition which is called Warre; and…”
· State of way = everybody is in war with everybody
· State alone where there is no common authority

(RECAP)
· The absence of common power that can/must do something = state of nature 
· You want people to respect your government
· Government helps solve problems
· Respect is not enough, you have to fear government 
· Citizens need to fear government 

(LECTURE)
· Fear becomes important when you have government
· If society needs to work, you need to fear government
· Fear of common power -> guarantee your life/security 
· Fear doesn’t go away but it transforms

“One person, of whose Acts a great Multitude, by mutuall covenants one with another have made themselves everyone the author, to the end he may use strength and means of them all, as he shall think expedient, for their peace”

· We chose a form of government which is a monarchy, for Hobbes, through a contract amongst us (social contract)
· Not a contract between people
· Where we contract together, we contract to all things to one person for our security, wellbeing, peace.
· Government’s purpose is to provide us safety, security, wellbeing, peace in return as seem fit by one person, not us.
· Means by which government does all that:
· You seed a lot to your government for it to function
· You equip your government to be more powerful 
· You give your powers to government 
· Everybody needs to give out equally for the cumulative to common wealth to be more than everyone 
· Power = a capacity to do

“Covenants, without the sword, are but words, and of no strength to secure a man at all.”
· Covenant = your contract
· Sword = force
· If you can’t deploy law, it’s useless
· If your government can’t follow through, it’s useless

· There is no government in state of nature
· In society, there is government 
· If you’re in a society, you have government that means you’re no longer in state of nature.

Society

· two types of common wealth
· By acquisition 
· By institution	
· People contract together, people give sovereign the power

1- Can’t replace your king -> can’t covenant another government 
· If you disagree with your sovereign, too bad, you signed up for it -> you gave consent.
2- Your sovereign can never breach your contract
· People contracted among themselves
· Sovereign didn’t contract with people
3- No actions can be judged wrong, can’t be punished
4- Sovereign makes laws


Hobbes justification for monarchy:
· By right we have to follow
· Right to use discretion when the law is silent 
· Right to sue your sovereign
· Right to disobey your sovereign when it can’t protect you.

Command v. Counsel
· Command: Law 
· Directive given to somebody to do!
· When one command, the person has no choice than to obey
· Counsel: suggestion/advice
· Directive in sense one need to follow
· You don’t HAVE to obey but you should do it

Civil/Positive law v. Laws of Nature
· Civil/positive law:
· Man-made law
· Law made in society
· Not a value judgement if the law is good or bad
· Law = command! No choice but to obey!

· Laws on Nature:
· Like counsel
· You choose if you want to do or not do it
· Not a command 

· In State of Nature nobody cares
· Laws of nature are not technically laws for Hobbes
· They don’t have fundamental characteristics for them to be law, they are law-like because they don’t have force

· You can only find laws in one place: in society, because laws in society have fundamental characteristics that make it law.
· Fundamental characteristics of the force; the ability to do -> Positive law
· Laws of nature are still important; when needed in state of nature, one brings one with laws of nature
· Natural law and positive law contain each other

19th of September 2019 

· Constant struggle of power over government
· Monarch makes law then the principles of natural law must guide him
· In this sense you can sue sovereign
· Law = product of reasoning – hopefully we will get something good 
· Rationality drives the positive law
· Laws should always be made known to people
· Publicity of law
· Public
· That its available
· Clear enough to us so that rational person knows what he can or can’t do
· Laws can never be retroactive – can’t go back (reversable) 
· Never backward looking, always forward-looking
· Law can only government once stated
· Rational people think of moving forward.
· Rights don’t exist in a vacuum
On Good Law
	“A good law is that, which is needful, for the good of the people, and the withal perspicuous.” 

· Important relationship between lateral law and positive law
· Positive law NEEDS natural law, but natural law doesn’t need positive law
· Notion of sin comes of nat. law 
· If Natural law is eternal, sin is eternal
· Concept of sin is immute
· Crime doesn’t come out of natural law
· It comes out of ONLY positive law
· If there is no positive law, there is no crime
· Crime is artificial – not natural 
· There is crime only in society because that’s where law is found
· Problem of crime can’t be natural – it has to be made a problem
· Response to crime is artificial – punishment
· Official sanction of crime is not natural 
· Punishment = evil
· Rational people don’t want pain
