· NGRI – Not guilty by Reason of Insanity (the insanity defense; did not have the mental capacity/state required to be convicted of the crime)
· McNaughton rule; the Mens Rea aspect of the defense; the person was not of the mental capacity to be convicted of the crime. 
· Irresistible Impulse Standard. The Volitional aspect of insanity
· Durham test – Production of mental disease or defect
· Brawner Rule – Volitional and cognitive component 
· Insanity Defense Reform Act
· GBMI – Guilty but Mentally Ill. Do not qualify for NGRI, although sending them to prison will not do what prison is intended to do. 
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
