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· 1947: Dunkirk Treaty (France & Great Britain)
· Never before have the British committed to the European continent, to defend it from threats.
· March 1948: Brussels Treaty (France, Great Britain, Belgium, Netherlands, Luxembourg)
· This is more symbolic than proactive, these armies pale in comparison to France and Britain, it is more about their status in the stance on communism
· March 1948: The Vandenberg Resolution
· 1948-49: Five Brussels Pact powers open negotiations with the U.S and Canada, later invite Denmark, Iceland, Italy, Norway, and Portugal to join. (we won’t need to know the names)
· Truman must convince the American people that it is in their best interest to protect the European Union
· The senate has to approve any treaty he signs.
· A bunch of Western Europe countries sign the Five Brussels Pact

[bookmark: _7zl1ze61yfc]Possible Threat
· The Red Army is by far the strongest military power in Europe
· The American military is immobilized and not prepared to fight at this time
· Signing the Five Brussels Treaty was an anti-soviet defensive pact in fear
· However Stalin saw it as an “attack” towards him and his control of the Soviet Union

[bookmark: _7l5bmt892sh2]Stalinist Purges in Eastern Europe: 1948-52 & U.S Atomic Control
· Stalin begins to doubt the loyalty of his “puppets” in Eastern Europe
· The United States tries to control atomic energy
· The Baroque Plan, introduced to the UN in order to advance the technology of man, it internationalized the Nuclear technology.
· However it forbid people who did not already have nuclear technology in the military, to create any in the future.
· Stalin Refutes the Baroque Plan and 4 years after the Hiroshima bomb, Russia detonated an Atomic Bomb.
· Stalin had spies in the Manhattan Project and stole the plans for Nuclear Weapons
· During this time, China becomes a communist nation (although different to Stalin’s idea of communism)
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· The American Communist party had roughly 20,000 members, of which half were FBI informants
· There was no real threat of communism overtaking the in-power-party
· There were Russian spies, yes, but not enough to threaten the security of America.
· The War against “Un-American Activities”
· HUAC (House Un-American Activities Committee)
· Richard Nixon starts investigating communist plots in the United States. 
· Subversion of the American Mind
· Americans believed that Soviet agents are trying to corrupt the American mind
· Even believed that Hollywood Cinema had been infiltrated by communists
· Portraying Soviet peasants smiling was considering an attempt to subvert the American mind
· The Klaus Fuchs case
· Used to work for the Manhattan Project
· Confessed to being a Soviet Spy, he gave trade secrets to the Soviet Union.
· McCarthyism
· Known to want political power
· McCarthy was stationed in a quiet Pacific Station
· Pathological liar, he claimed to know of 205 Soviet Spies, and started the “witch hunt” on Truman, blaming him for the infiltration of communism in America.
· The Genesis of NSC -68
· A survey done in America by the National Security Council 
· The threat of the Soviet Union to acquire atomic bombs and prepare an attack on America within the 4-5 years
· Requested to intensify intelligence, research and development and create the “H-Bomb”
· The Cold War turns hot: Korea
· The US sees this as proof that communism is a real threat and approve recommendations of NSC -68
· Evolution of NATO
· Creation of an Integrated Command
· SACEUR (First one was Dwight D. Eisenhower, eventual President)
· An American General at it’s Head
· Two U.S Combat divisions sent to Europe
· The Issue of West-German Rearmament
· The American leadership believes that Germany needs to help defend Europe
· West Germany joins NATO but is restricted to only participating in NATO missions, and cannot have weapons of mass destruction
· The Warsaw Pact
· Made by the Soviet Union in an act of retaliation to the NATO pact.

· The Eisenhower Administration
· When Eisenhower wins the election, he brings Secretary of State: John Foster Dulles.
· He believes that they need to proactively fight communism
· Massive Retaliation
· Brinkmanship
· There are American pilots holding nuclear weapons surrounding the Soviet Union in the air at all hours of the day ready at a moments notice to nuke if the Soviet Union doesn’t do anything that America doesn’t like, ready to go to the brink of war.
· At this time the Soviet Union does not have the power to retaliate ad attack America.
· The End of American Invulnerability
· Sputnik, Oct. 4, 1957, the first man-made satellite in space, sent from the Soviet Union
· The Americans see it as a sinister act proving that the Soviet Union can attack the Americans now from space
· Civil Defense
· Now that the US has nukes pointed at the Soviet Union and vice versa, the age of Mutually Assured Destruction is upon them.
· For the first time, the US is a little behind the Soviet Union in terms of technology, US had not developed the same type of missile technology yet, but eventually catch up
· Built fallout shelters and sent out broad messages to duck and cover if you saw a flash in the distance.
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
