· The death of Joseph Stalin
· Compromise in Asia and Europe 1953-55
· The speech that shocked the world
· Two models of de-stalinization: Warsaw and Budapest in 1956
· East meets West: Khrushchev in America

[bookmark: _vecy82s69ycz]The End of Stalin: March 5, 1953
· A natural death
· His on paranoia made him distrustful of his own doctors, he was “seeing plots” against him everywhere.
· He locked himself in his chambers and told his guards not to disturb him, thus ensuring he could not receive help, he died.
· The Soviet Union mourned him as a hero
· He did not name a successor, the American CIA was attempting to figure it out, although they were not really basing it off any actual facts
· The candidates were Beria, Molotov, Malenkov, Bulganin (according to the CIA)
· However N. Khrushchev was the next dictator. 
· He was a farmer and constantly underestimated by the way he spoke, yet he outsmarted all the other candidates, and was responsible for many violent deaths.
· Believed relieving tensions and improving relations with the USA was important. This was called the “Thaw” of the Cold War

[bookmark: _lzx76chd5at1]Armistice in Korea and Indochina (Will be a Future Lecture)
· Korean War Armistice signed July 27, 1953
· French-Indochina War Armistice signed July 20, 1954 (Vietnam + 2 more)
· At Geneva in 1954, French are negotiating with the Vietnamese army


[bookmark: _gqtkxhw9yik9]Soviet Withdrawal: Finland, Austria
· In 1947 the Porkkala Naval Base, 20 km west of Helsinki, was leased to the USSR for 50 years. In 1955 a new agreement was signed returning it to Finland in 1956.
· Austria will be neutral in the Cold War
· Eisenhower’s “Open Skies” Proposal
· The Hope of Geneva

[bookmark: _et5gtirhzzul]Khrushchev's “Secret Speech” & Model of De-Stalinization: Rebellion in Poland
· “My father spent a restless night before his speech. He did not rule out the possibility that he might be arrested”- Sergei Khrushchev 
· Polish workers are rebelling in Poland due to quality of life issues. 
· The communist government in Poland (Warsaw) is overthrown by new communist (non Stalinist)
· Rebellion in Hungary
· All the talk of peaceful co-existence is thrown out the window when Hungary tried to include non-communist parties in government election and the Red Army attacks and suppresses the rebellion

[bookmark: _sv3ma5vtgxzj]East meets West: The “Kitchen Debate”
· Nixon suggests that America was ahead in certain departments, like amenities of the household and behind in things like rockets
· Khrushchev tells him that he’s wrong 
· Although their talk wasn’t overly great, at least they were conversing.
· Nixon visited the Soviet Union and in return, invited Khrushchev to the USA
· Instead of negotiations, Khrushchev spent a lot of time visiting tourist attractions
