· The U.S backs Chiang Kai-Shek, he was the main political authority of China at the time, against the rise of Mao Ze Dong
· Becomes a popular figure in America, because of his anti communism
· The Champion of Nationalist China: Henry Luce, Publisher of Time Magazine 
· Son of Missionaries in China
· American missionaries went to China, some had children.
· Devout Christian
· Devout Anti-Communist
· Admirer of Chiang
· Good Press for the Nationalists
· Henry Luce puts Chiang Kai-Shek on the cover quite often.
· The Great Hope
· If America helps China defeat Japan, they hoped that China would become a “Police Officer” of Asia, just as America was of the Western Hemisphere.

· Losing Faith
· Accuses Chiang’s regime of:
· Nepotism
· Corruption
· Squandering U.S aid
· Poor military strategy
· Mao at Yennon
· Sent envoys to Mao’s capital as well.
· The “Dixie” Mission
· Reported that Mao’s troops were very organized and suggested they help Mao out in order to push out Japan
· Bridging the gap
· The U.S attempts to broker a truce between the 2 China’s in order to help defeat the Japanese invaders
· They end up defeating Japan.
· Immediately after Japan is defeated, the Civil War is resumed
· Mao soon takes over all of China, after only a few short years
· Why?
· The U.S reduces it’s aid to Chiang
· The White Paper on China
· August 1949: The White Paper is designed to refute charges from the “China lobby” in the U.S that the Communists were winning in China because… find rest of answer
· Mao announces a new China, October 1st, 1949

· Truman “loses” China to Stalin and communism
· The U.S avoids granting diplomatic recognition to China, while other superpowers did, such as Great Britain
· He receives diplomatic recognition from Great Britain in exchange for not attacking Hong Kong and capturing it.

· The United Nations intervened, but it is essentially American troops
· Chinese “volunteers” head for the American army, and push them back, this tenses relations with America and China even more.

· The U.S pledges to defend Taiwan

· Chiang Kai-Shek needs to keeps hold of this area
· People's Republic of China seized the Yijiangshan Islands. United States and Republic of China navies evacuate military and civilians from Dachen Islands. Formosa Resolution of 1955 and Sino-American Mutual Defense Treaty between ROC and United States

· Mao starts to think of himself as the leader of national communism
· Khrushchev begins to lead the Soviet Union, Mao and Khrushchev loathe each other.
· Khrushchev thinks Mao is insane
· Mao thinks Khrushchev as soft.
· China attempts to acquire nuclear weapons in order to flex it’s superpower muscles and prove that it’s powerful 
· Khruschev tells Mao he doesn’t need to give nuclear technology to him and that the Soviet Union will protect them.
