· USA drops massive bombs on Nagasaki and Hiroshima
· The Japanese Emperor signed a surrender 
· Question is: What does the USA do about Japan now?
· MacArthur is appointed to decide what the USA people do in Japan
· He decides to leave the Japanese Emperor in power, although his role changes
· The emperor was seen as a divine figure, leaving him in “power”, allowed a sense of national unity within the Japanese people
· The Tokyo Trials
· Indicted Japanese officials appear in a series of signed photos
· The end of the American occupation
· Through things such as Baseball, Westernization took off.
· MacArthur orders a new constitution
· The Constitution had 3 pillars
· Renunciation of War
· Sovereignty in the People (with the Emperor as symbol of nation, no real power though.)
· Abolition of Feudalism Family System (or Equality of Sexes)
· Beate Sirota Gordon
· At the age of 22, she wrote the Equality section of the Japanese Constitution,
· Even more liberal than the American constitution because she gave people of any sex full rights and equality.
· Japan and the U.S.A are at peace
· Economic Take-Off
· Debate over Sovereignty Treaty
· The Japanese people weren’t very fond of the idea of being such a close ally with the U.S.A

[bookmark: _1hmyx4a5g591]War in Indochina: 1946-1954
· Ho Chi Minh decides to travel the world, he hears an idea from Wilson that he liked, “countries should be unified and independent” (this is paraphrase)
· Wilson refuses to help Ho Chi Minh, so he turns to Communism
· The French are not willing to let go of Indochina, and the First French-Indochina War begins
· The Battle of Dien Bien Phu
· The final nail in the coffin of French efforts 
· The USA refused to help the French 
· The Geneva Conference of 1954
· High level representatives of France, U.S.A, Great Britain, Soviet Union, China, Vietnam 
· China convinces Vietnam to sign an agreement
· “Two” Vietnams
· Ho Chi Minh (North) and Ngo Dinh Diem (South)
· Only supposed to last 2 years
· Moscow and Beijing back Ho Chi Minh (Communism)
· Ngo Dinh Diem grows closer to U.S.A
· The election gets cancelled.
· Kim Il Sung
· Brought in by the Red Army to North Korea
· Convinced Stalin to let him attack South Korea when the U.S.A left
· Syngman Rhee
· Corrupt dictator in South Korea who had good relations with U.S.A
· MacArthur defends South Korea
· Goes to the U.N and asks for permission to defend South Korea 
· U.S.A defends them and pushes for the Chinese border, shoving the North Korean troops out of Korea.
· MacArthur asks for 15 nuclear bombs to be dropped on the Chinese, Truman declines and MacArthur denounces him in American News, for which he is fired.
