Fire from the Streets
Detroit Riots
· [bookmark: _GoBack]High tensions between African Americans and police in Detroit
· Failure to heed the Civil Rights Act of 1964
· 43 dead, 2250 injured, 7200 arrested

Subsequent Violence
· Riots occurred in cities around American in the following months
· Assassination of Martin Luther King Jr.
· Gordon Lightfoot: “Black Day in July” (1968)

Soul Music
Soul
· Reflection of the African-American identity
· African-American pride rather than the racial integration message of Motown
· Reinforced a sense of community and solidarity on the African-American culture
· “Soul” reasserted dignity
Religion and Gospel Music
· Most soul artists started out performing in church
· Gospel a key influence in soul music
· The energetic gospel of the 1920s and 30s and its

Proto (Funk)
James Brown
· Coming out of soul music, Brown perfected a new genre which also reflected African-American pride
· Dominant punchy, percussive sound 
· Connected the polyrhythms of Africa and the black nationalism of the time

“Black is Beautiful”:Stax, Atlantic and Muscle Shoals
· Otis Redding (“Sitting on the Dock of the Bay”), Wilson Pickett (w/Atlantic), (“In the Midnight Hour, Aretha Franklin (“Respect”))
· After relations between Stax and Atlantic soured, Atlantic sent artists to Fame Studios in Muscle Shoals (Sheffield Alabama)
· Similar feel/sound to Stax
· James Brown (and his Famous Flames)
· Early successes were mostly regional (south)
· “Try Me” biggest R&B hit of ‘68
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
