Republic
· The time span from 509-27BC
 Res Publica
· Public property or public affairs
auctoritas patrum
· Irrefutable power of the senate
· Was a constitutional problem for Res Publica because there was no separation of power between state and church
· Led to the collapse of the republic
Mediterranean
· Sea connected to the Atlantic Ocean and the center of the Greek and Roman World: Southern Europe and Anatolia, North Africa, and the Levant 
Tyrrhenian Sea
· Geographically: Western Basin of the Mediterranean
· Culturally: Orientalizing Culture of Italy
Adriatic Sea
· Eastern Basin of the Mediterranean Sea
Tiber (River)
· a river in central Italy, rising in the Apennines and flowing south through Rome to the Tyrrhenian Sea
Apennines
· Mountain range extending down Italian peninsula: backbone of Italy
Stenochoria
· The Greek’s desire for colonization meaning ‘land hunger’ which not a problem for Romans because of their agrarian ways
Magna Graecia
· Southern Italy where Greeks colonized: literally “Great Greece”


LECTURE #2: SOURCES/HISTORIOGRAPHY
Historiography
· Study of writing of history; study of historical tradition;
Historicity
· historical accuracy
Annalistic
· chronologically arranged histories that were propagandistic in nature
Annalists
· The people that recorded events for reference purposes rather than offer their own opinion of it. 
· Wrote history of Rome from Second Punic War to Sulla.
Annals/Fasti
· The Annals were religious calendars with all the year’s events 
·  By 2nd c BC they were published for public use, sometimes on monuments 
· Fasti /Annals were composed and curated by pontiffs under the Pontifex Maximus (the head of the principal college of priests, the Pontiffs)

Antiquarian History/Research
· What they are: thematically organized/formatted histories that were more objective, not propagandistic

Antiquarians
· conducted hands-on research, fact-based

Epitome
· A summary of an event or thing used as a historiographical source

Pontifex Maximus
· Head of the college of priests in charge of the fasti

Annales Maximi
· An epitome of the annales (summaries written at the end of every year)
· It was fleshed out (sort of like an encyclopedia) with more detailed information than the annals.

Livy c. 59 BC- AD15
(Annalistic Kissed ass for Augustus)
· Witnessed both 2 civil wars and wrote Annalistic history for emperor Augustus 

Dionysius of Halicarnassus (contemporary of Livy) 60 BC-after 7 BC
(TLDR Was butthurt cause the Romans conquered Greece and tried to cope)
· Greek historian and teacher of Hellenocentric (wrote from a Greek Perspective) rhetoric who wrote annalistic history than portrayed the Romans as descendants for Greeks and accepted their rule

Polybius 200 BC- 118 BC
(Stolen princess, loved by greek lovers, hands on ;) (witnessed destruction of carthage omg))
· 169 BC After Romans defeated Macedonians in Battle of Pydna he was brought to Rome as a hostage.
· was antiquarian with influence of annalistics
· did hands on research about Carthage
· In Rome, Polybius was supported by the Scipionic Circle 
· Scipionic circle were liberal thinking Greek Enthusiasts

Varro 116-27 BC
(Basically Theon)
· a. Roman antiquarian
· b. Politically supported Pompey
· c. Was pardoned and promoted by Julius Caesar.
· d. 47 BC Caesar appointed him to oversee public library of Rome
· e. Varro is important because he made antiquarian research mainstream, respectable

Plutarch c. AD 50-120 
(Worked for a Greek weaboo)
· a. Biographer and antiquarian
· b. Wrote moral treatises/essays.
· c. Promoted Roman values & propaganda
· d. Wrote during reign of the emperor Hadrian
· e. Hadrian was philhellene (basically greek weaboo).
· f. Hadrian promoted the unity of Greece and Rome against a common enemy: the barbarian


LECTURE #3: PREHISTORY & LINGUISTIC PROFILE OF ITALY
2,000,000 BC: Pleistocene
· Glacial period 

600,000 BC: Stone Age (=later part of Pleistocene)
· Material culture
· Cave sites 
· Nomadic hunters & gatherers 

Neolithic (Late or New Stone Age) 4,000 -2,200 BC
· Apulians were the Neolithic Culture in Italy

Chalcolithic (Copper Age or very end of Neolithic) 2,200-1,800 BC
·  Farming, limited Trade: 
· i. Lake Dwellers (lived in Po Valley; houses on stilts)  Lake Dwellers 2,200 BC

· c. Cultural contacts with Balkans and Central Europe 
· i. Bell Beaker Folk: Itinerant Traders: Bell Beakers Bell Beaker Folk 2,200 BC

Bronze Age 1800–1000 BC
· Apenninic were the Bronze Age culture in Italy
Forum Boarium
· biggest meat and fish market in ancient Rome.

Late Bronze Age 1,200-1,000 BC
· Characteristics (CRAP)
· iii. Cremation is introduced (see below 7. p.3)
· iv. regionalism=material culture varies from site to sit
· ii. agriculture is more sophisticated (tools)
· i. Population more

· Human Agency
· Immigration (Indo-Europeans into Italy)
· Brought Language and Culture with them
· Set the linguistic profile of Italy (and eventually English)

Terra Mare Culture 1,200 BC
· Terra = land
· Mer = ocean
· Terra + mera = people of land coming to live near the water

Iron Age 1000–700 BC
· More Fobs
· Two Kinds of Fobs
· Villanovans - cremators in north-west italy 
· Latials - cremators 
Indo-Europeans:
1. Indo-European Italic 
a. Latino Faliscan 
b. Venetic and Sicel (North Eastern Italy and Sicily) 
c. Osco-Umbrian (central Italy)
2. Indo-European Non-Italic 
a. Messapic (South Eastern Italy: Apulia)
b. Celtic (North of the Po River) 
c. Greek (Magna Graecia)

Iron Age Cultures:
Influx of Indo-European people forming 3 different kinds of linguistic and 2 Main Cultural Groups:
Cultural Groups:
Villanovan: 900-700 BC (cremation)
· Used Bi-conical urns
Latial (=Southern Villanovan): cremation: 900-700 BC
· Used hat urns and Dolia (Dolium Plural)
· Dolia is a bigger urn to put other urns and possessions of the dead in 

Urn Field Cultures 1,200-700 BC
· Villanovan and Latial were both examples of Urn Field Cultures 
· They cremated their dead and put the ashes in an urn and then buried the urn
Fossa Culture (inhumation) 900-700 BC
· Buried their dead in trenches called Fossae

“Mediterranean substratum”
· Pre-existing indiginous population of Italy 





LECTURE # 4 Regal 1
Palatine (Hill) 
· One of the hills of rome
· traditionally believed to be the foundation site of Rome
· Earliest evidence of settlement is found in post-holes on Palatine 

Latial I 1000/900 BC
· Latial (Order of Late Iron Age)
· Forum Boarium 
· Roman Cattle Market 

· Proto-urbanization 
· The formation of regional clustered settlements during the Iron Age

Latial II 900-800 BC
· Osteria dell' Osa - a Site
· Provides archeological evidence of social stratification
· Cremation and Inhumation were practiced simultaneously 
· The richest burials were cremation

· Gens (gentes plural) 
· Clans or family clusters 
· Demonstrates the emergence of “proto-aristocracy” tracing their lineage back to a founding father
 
Latial III 800-700 BC 
· Cremation burials stopped, but Inhumation rates were the same
· So now the “proto-aristocrats” put on big rituals when one dies rather than bury them with their riches

Trojans 
· Fall of Troy 1184 BC (Traditional date) 

Aeneas 
·  A Trojan Prince, and survivor of the Trojan war, went to Italy after Troy fell along with a group of colonists and his son and father

Ascanius
· Son of Aeneas

Anchises
· Father of Aeneas

Lavinium 
· Name of the colony that Aeneas established after Aeneas defeating the Rutulian king Turnus as a favor for Latinus, the king of Latium (Latin)

Alba Longa 
· Ascanius aka (Aeneas’ son) founded Alba Longa with colonists from Lavinium 

Alban 
· A series of kings invented by the romans to link Aeneas with Romulus 

Numitor
· Was supposed to become a King of Alba, but was overthrown by his wicked younger brother Amulius

Amulius
· Wicked younger brother of Numitor that tried to overthrow him and forced his daughter to become a Vestal Virgin

Rhea Silvia 
· The daughter of Numitor who was forced to become a vestal virgin 

Vestal Virgin 
· Virgin priestesses of Vesta (god of hearth) 
· In bad years they were accused of unchastity and buried alive

Pomerium 
· Sacred boundary of a city
· Army could not cross this line

Pietas 
· Latin for ‘piety’: devotion to gods

She Wolf 
· Lupine, lactating mammal; suckled twins Romulus and Remus

Sabine (Women) Abduction of the Sabine Women ca. 753 BC (Traditional date) 
· Romulus opened his kingdom to all (slaves, debtors, criminals etc..)
· The men needed wives and the surrounding tribes refused to let their women marry these men
· Romulus held some games competition and invited the other tribes to come and watch
· Romulus gave the signal for his men to abduct the Sabine women and fight off the Sabine men
· The women were forced to marry the Roman men and also granted inter-marriage citizenship rights  
Tarpeia 
· Young girl who betrayed rome, opening its gates to Sabines 
· She wanted the Sabines’ golden bracelets as reward but they crushed her with a shield after she opened the gates

Foundation of Rome 753 BC/Romulus 753 BC
· Brother of remus, the two were the son of mars and rhea silvia (the vestal virgin)
· Raised by she-wolf
· Went back to Alba-Longa and killed Amulius and restore Numitor to power 

LECTURE #5 REGAL II IN ROME: ORIENTALIZING & ARCHAIC
Regal Period 753-509 BC 
· Period in which Rome was ruled by seven kings 
· Made up of two archeological periods (based on material culture produced)
·  Orientalizing and Archaic  
Orientalizing 700-600 BC
· Occurs during the rule of the remaining six kings during the Regal Period
Tyrrhenian: Culture Label 700-600 BC
· Orientalizing Culture in Western Italy is called Tyrrhenian
· It was called the orientalizing period because of the pervasive influence from the near east
· The influence was introduced to them by the Greeks and Etruscans
Tyrrhenian: Geographical Designation 
·  refer to: Etruria, Latium and Campania on Tyrrhenian Sea, all of which had a uniform Orientalizing material culture
Archaic 600-500 BC 
· Characterized by continued urbanization and the beginning of tyrannies 
· The rich no longer buried their dead with their treasures and the economy became more sophisticated, allowing them to invest in land
· Writing and literacy emerged as a result of urbanization 
Gens (gentes plural)
· Clans emerged as a result of urbanization, also resulting in social stratification 

Praenomen 
· Given Name
nomen genticulum
· Clan Name 
cognomen 
· Family Name
Patres 
· Heads of the most important families in archaic rome; they chose the kings that ruled at the time
Urbanization in Rome 650 BC 
Synoikismos
· Means unification ; the urbanization of Rome promoted the emergence of organized group social and political activity  
NB: Building on the Roman Forum straddles the Orientalizing and Archaic periods: you do NOT need to worry about dates of monuments in the early forum. You only need to know when writing begins: 
· Lapis niger - black rock; first evidence of writing - 600 BC

Forum Romanum 
· Roman forum paved square for public meetings
Regia
· Located on the Via Sacra (road), home of the kings 
Comitium 
· Meeting place for the popular assembly
Curia Hostilia
· Senate house 
First Latin writing 600 BC 
Lapis Niger
· Black rock - first evidence of literacy
· Had writing on it that was “the rules” 
Boustrophedon 
· says zig zag, depicting how an ox would plow a field   
Lacus Curtius (lake)
· 12 sided enclosed basin in the forum romanum
· Forum romanum was originally a lake that was mostly drained
· The remaining parts dried up until the lacus curtius was all that remained
· The romans explained it as the place where the people who were unable to abide by the laws on the lapis niger were drowned
Temple of Jupiter Juno and Minerva=Capitoline Temple Capitoline Triad 
· Started construction under tarquinius priscus, and construction was finished under tarquinius superbus (in the 6th c BC)
· Had a cult established for it (The Cult of the Capitoline Triad)
· This was the most important state cult to the Romans
Sanctuary
·  an open air park with cult buildings and votive offerings, dedicated to a deity or several deities 
Extramural emporium sanctuary
· Important international trade sanctuaries along the Tyrrhenian Coast 
Pyrgi (Sanctuary)
· Major port on the Tyrrhenian coast 
Pyrgi (Tablets) 
· Provide evidence of international trade
· Three gold tablets with inscribed dedications in Phoenician and Etruscan by the Etruscan King of Caere to a Phoenician goddess  
Romulus 753-715 BC
· Warrior-King
· Fratricide: Killed his brother remus
· Selection of 100 Senators (patres)
· Abduction of Sabine Women
· Division of people into three tribes 
Tarquinius Priscus 616-579 BC
· Part Etruscan, part greek, promoted by his Etruscan wife Tanaquil 
· Increased number of senators 
· Drained areas between hills and paved the forum
· Built the city drains and sewers  
Servius Tullius, 578-535 BC 
· “Good tyrant”
· Child of destiny and a prodigy
· Was also elevated by Tanaquil (Mother-in-law)
· Instituted the census, reformed the assemblies, reformed the armies (gave wooden shields to every soldier and encouraged tight formations)
· Hoplite phalanx - heavily armed foot soldier (with wooden shield)  
Tarquinius Superbus 534-510 BC
· Usurped the throne from his father in law, with the help of his wife
· Gave the word tyrant a bad connotation, by forcing his citizens to work on construction projects 
Census
· Records of information of citizens  
Tyrant 
· To the Greeks it was just someone who did not come to power following constitutional rules, but was elevated their thanks to their wealth and military power
· Romans gave the word the bad connotation it has today 
Lucretia
· Became a symbol of chastity and sexual modesty
·  Raped by Sextus Tarquinius, son of the king Tarquinius Superbus
· The men got angry and made the patres  
Lucius Tarquinius Collatinus
· Became a first consul (highest magistrate) along with Brutus 
· Was forced to give up rank because he was related to Superbus by a male ancestor  
Lucius Junius Brutus 
· Took an oath against all of the Tarquinians
· Killed his own sons for being implicated in a conspiracy to bring Tarquinius Superbus back to Power
· Died in the battle of Silva Arsia 
Rape of Lucretia ca. 510 BC
· Her rape and suicide stimulated the men of Rome into political action and made them want to transform the monarchy to a republic 

Pudicitia
· “Modesty” /“Sexual Virtue” - considered ideal female behavior of Roman Times

LECTURE # 6 Origins Etruscans
Etruscans 
· Descendants of Villanovans (Archeologically Speaking)
· Spoke/Wrote the language of the Mediterannian Substratum
Nativist 
· Theory of where the Etruscans came from
· Thought that the Etruscans were originally part of the Mediterannian Substratum

Necropolis 
· meaning city of dead
· Monumental tombs in cemetery 

Invasionist Model 
· The idea that the Etruscans came from Lydia (Anatolia) to Etruria in 800 BC

Stratigraphy
· Structure of Stratification (the process of how earth becomes layered)
· Deeper Layers are Older and Younger Layers are Closer to the Top

LECTURE #7 CURSUS HONORUM
Cursus Honorum
· Race honours (political ladder)
Consuls
· Chairman of the Senate (highest in the political ladder); had imperium 
Imperium
· Civic and military authority of a magistrate 
Praetors
· Had judicial authority; could have imperium over roman armies and as governors 
Comitia Centuriata
· Assembly originally open to the military, later expanded to the free-born lower class
· Was rigged in favour of the rich
Concilium Plebis
· Assembly for the plebs
· Their laws were almost never observed
Tribunes
· Head officer of the plebs (concilium plebis)
· Not a magistrate (no imperium)
Sacrosanctity
· The declaration that the Tribune could not be violated, so that he could protect the plebs from arbitrary abuse of magistrates
Censors
· Conducted the census
· Controlled membership of Senate and tribes
· Set tax rates, public contracts

Manumissio Vindicta
· The act of granting freedom to a slave by touching the slave’s head with a rod 
Novus Homo
· Equestrian (pleb who becomes consul, enabling his family)

Curule
· Patrician in charge of public works, food and games, law and order, stood in for consuls while they were busy
· 2 per year

Rex sacrorum 
· The “king of the sacrifices”
· Ceremonial head of Roman religion 
· No real power

LECTURE # 8 FROM KINGSHIP TO REPUBLIC

BATTLES

Battle of Silva Arsia 509 BC

	Prelude
· King Tarquinius Suberbus was expelled from Rome
· Recruited Etruscans to his side to fight for his throne back
· Rome was led by Brutus and Pulicola
· Etruscans led by Lars Porsena
	During
· Rome was victorious 
· Brutus died against Arruns (Suberbus son)
	Aftermath
· There was battle but details prob fiction
· Fits into broader theme of Romans expanding into Etruscan lands




Battle of Regillus 499/96 BC

	Prelude
· Fought against a Latin + Etruscan army led by Octavius Mamilius (Deposed King Superbus’ son-in-law)
	During
· Rome was victorious 
· Mother of all battles: fought harder than any previous

	Aftermath
· There was battle but details prob fiction
· Foedus Cassianum 493 BC treaty: established Roman hegemony in Latium





STORIES


Mucius Scaevola (‘Lefty’)
· Mucius was a Roman who tried to assassinate Porsenna, who was besieging Roman Janiculum
· Mistook Porsenna’s secretary for him 
· Was brought before Porsenna who threatened to burn him to death
· Mucius burned his own right hand and said 300 more Romans were coming for him
· Porsenna impressed, released him and signed a peace treaty
· Mucius was rewarded land and then on known as ‘lefty’

Cloelia
· Maiden who was taken hostage along with other Romans by Porsennaas part of the peace treaty
· Escaped and led other Maidens back to the city of Rome across the Tiber river 
· Was handed back to Porsennaby the Romans
· Porsenna let have her a horse and let her pick 50% of the hostages to take back to Rome with her
· She was honoured by having an equestrian statue of her put up at the Via Sacra (a main road)


Horatius Cocles
· Horatius Cocles(One-eyed)
· Porsena had City of Rome under Siege at Janiculum Bridge
· As he advanced his troops to the bridge, the Romans started to desert
· Horatius stopped them and told them the only hope was to break the bridge
· Horatius stalled the Etruscan army with three others and then when they were ready to break the bridge
· He prayed to river god Tiber and jumped off in full heavy armor
· According to Levy Horatius survived and was granted a statue and reward for his actions
· According to some other sources, Horatus died

DEFINITIONS

Pons Sublicius
· The earliest bridge located at the base of Aventine (one of the seven hills of Rome)
Janus
· Roman god of passages (topographically and temporally)
Janiculum
· A hill (not one of the seven hills of Rome) that was the center of the cult of Janus
Augurs
· College of priests who practiced divination (foresaw the future or divined the will of god)
Auspicium
· Divination via the studying of the flight of birds 
Haruspicium
· Divination via the inspection of entrails of sacrificed animals (practice learned from Etruscans)
