Documentary Notes 
False perceptions about witches 
Witch is feared due to female power
85% of people during the witch craze/inquisition killed were women 
With the inquisition a way of life was lost 
Christianity on the rise, destroyed pagan shrines and built churches in their place 
Women who were healers, midwives, etc. 
Midwives interfered with God’s will because they ease the pain of labour abortions and birth control – women were a political threat 
Banned from university – anyone who did not study
Burning allowed men to have control over them, domesticating them 
Attempted to keep them controlled in our society 
Women who were unmarried could be independent and that was feared in a patriarchal society 
The witch craze was a solution to threaten institutions, if institutions could blame the witches for issues arising it would take the pressure off them
Witch hunts were profitable, employment opportunities for lawyers and tribunals 
The witches payments for her own trial were payed by her assets

· Punishment = determined by legislator 
· Laws must apply equally to all 
· Judges = third party – to determine guilt

Asylum = New treatment (criminally insane)
Psychiatry:

Law of Moses: eye for an eye 
Executioner: often the butcher, profession passed from father to son, 
Entitled to keep the victims clothes 
Beheading was for nobles 
Galleys Slaves: rowers, exposed to rain, wind, storms, flogged, starved, mortality rate high, good galley slaves had sentences extended, 
Prisoners would commit crimes in jail in order to be executed 
Normalization of prisons is troublesome – African Americans 
If we accept that serious crimes must be punished but reject the death penalty it is difficult to punish serious crimes 
Death Row 
Some prisoners may wait prolonged periods of time to be exceuted 
Some are not told 
Some are told when and how they will be executed 
Mainly executed for murdered
Several African countries punish fraud, theft, and witchcraft with the death penalty 
Islamic law – those threatening the law of God can be executed
China – poster hung around individuals necks stated their crimes 
The death penalty is the ultimate punishment
Many pros and cons for death penalty 
Serial killers can escape and commit other crimes 
What if they are wrongly convicted 
Costs of imprisonment for life (500,000) vs death penalty (3.2 million)
Society must reflect the ideas of citizens not the ideas of criminals 
We use punishment because we haven’t found a better way of dealing with crime
