OFFICIAL COURSE DESCRIPTION:
Introduction to the principal fields, concepts, and essential methods of sociological analysis. Sociology and the other social sciences. Critical thinking and techniques of intellectual work. The craft of the sociologist.



COURSE OBJECTIVES
This course is a general introduction to the discipline of sociology. The main goal of the course is to provide an introduction to the main approaches in the field but also to allow students to develop what C. Wright Mills called the “sociological imagination,” or, the ability to grasp the “intersections of biography and history within society.” We will discuss sociological concepts, theories and thinkers through a range of topics including culture, race, gender, inequality and others. We will focus specifically on major debates in the field and examine key figures including Marx, Weber, Durkheim and Goffman. We will also examine contemporary approaches in sociology including critical race theory, intersectionality, post-structuralism and feminism.

EVALUATION AND GRADES
Evaluation will be based on a midterm exam, a final exam and two written assignments (dates outlined below). 
Written Assignments (15% x 2) = 30%
Mid-term Examination = 30%
Final Examination = 40%

Regular attendance is essential to success in this course since most lectures will cover material not in the text. If you miss a class (and this includes classes where films are shown), you should make arrangements to obtain notes from another student. I will not provide notes or Powerpoint slides by email.

Assignments: Written assignments will be short papers. Details will be provided in class. No extensions will be granted. Late papers lose 5% per day.

Mid-term: The midterm exam is scheduled for October 23, 2019, in class. Exams will cover all in-class material (including films) as well as assigned readings. Exams will be a mix of multiple choice and short answer questions. If you need to miss the mid-term exam, you must inform me in advance that you will be missing it and provide medical documentation for your absence. Only those with medical documentation for illnesses will be granted to the right to take a make-up exam. No other circumstances will be considered. 

Final Exam: The final exam covers material for the entire semester. The final exam schedule is set by the University and cannot be changed by me. The schedule is usually published in mid-October and available on the University website.

1. Class attendance and participation is required for success in this course.
2. Late Assignments and Deferred Exams 
· Late submissions are not tolerated. Exceptions are made only for illness or other serious situations deemed as such by the professor. There will be a penalty for late submissions. University regulations require all absences from exams and all late submissions due to illness to be supported by a medical certificate. The Faculty reserves the right to accept or reject the reason put forth if it is not medical. Reasons such as travel, work and errors made while reading the exam schedule are not accepted. 

In the event of an illness or related complications, only the counseling service and the campus clinic (located at 100 Marie-Curie) may issue valid certificates to justify a delay or absence. No other extensions will be granted on papers and other assignments. Do not email me to ask for an extension.  Each day of late submission results in a penalty of 5% (weekends not excluded). No work will be accepted after the last day of classes.

We suggest that you advise your professor as early as possible if a religious holiday or a religious event will force you to be absent during an evaluation.

· Deferred Exams In the event that you are ill or want to be excused from an exam by the faculty DFR forms must be completed for both midterms and final exams. The form can be obtained at https://socialsciences.uottawa.ca/students/undergraduate-forms Once completed, the form with supporting documentation (ex. medical certificate) will automatically be sent to the academic unit which offers the course. The request must be completed within five working days of the exam and must respect all the conditions of Academic Regulation I9.5 (https://www.uottawa.ca/administration-and-governance/academic-regulation-9-evaluation-of-student-learning). 

Absence for any other serious reason must be justified in writing, to the academic assistants of the Faculty, within five business days following the date of the exam or submission of an assignment. The Faculty reserves the right to accept or refuse the reason. Reasons such as travel, jobs, or any misreading of the examination timetable are not acceptable.

In recent years, the development of the Internet has made it much easier to identify academic plagiarism.  The tools available to your professors allow them to trace the exact origin of a text on the Web, using just a few words.
