Water drainage impact on kalmia angustifolia in different sites of Mer Bleue 
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Hypothesis:
Based on the observations and graph1, kalmia angustifolia known as sheep laurel has a habitat that is best adapted to the Bog, a moist inhabitant. However, it can also be observed in ecotone in the second place and rarely in in the other three stations.
Prediction:
a) In case of water drainage in merc Bleue marsh, Bog, the preferred habitat of sheep laurel, would be affected heavily as it is a moist habitant and gains its water from marsh which is the wettest site.
b) Since the habitat of this plant seems to be moist areas, water drainage can have a great impact on the abundance of this plant and it results in decrease of abundance and growth. However, in drier areas as they get their water supply mostly from rain water,
They are not as much affected as the moist areas.
