The Bible: Collection of books: 2parts (old and new testament)
	The Old Testament (39, 46, or 50 books)
	-All written before Jesus came
	-1400-80 B.C.
	-Testament means covenant or agreement
	-The old testament was written in Hebrew (the language of Israel, by many writers) 
Old Testament Canon (46 books) - Catholic

New Testament (27 books)
· All originally written in Greek

Structure of New Testament
· 4 Gospels (matt, mark, Luke, John)
· one “acts” of the Apostles
· 21 letters/epistles
· PAULINE LETTERS – attributed to Paul of Tarsus
· Hebrews- Vaguely Pauline not really a “letter” but a sermon
· “Epistles” – attribute to other apostles (James, 1 Peter, 2 Peter, 1, 2, and 3 John, Jude
Three major ideas: Revelation, Inspiration, and Canon

Non- Canonical Christian writings
- “Apocryphal” works – not accepted into NT canon
- 
“Patristic works” – Also, NOT IN NT (tradition)
