· Legitimizing the acts
· Naturalizes the process if domination
· Natural justification for the conquest of primitive people
· Grants dominion over the earth to more advanced people
· ‘’Land shall belong to people who understand its values and willing to take account for ‘’
8. Eroticization
· Portrayed as the generic seductive representation of the other
· Unveiling the private space occupied by women
