Economics – Land Use Planning


The major I have chosen to study at Concordia University is economics as it has always been something I have personally been interested in. Economics can be defined as “a social science concerned chiefly with description and analysis of the production, distribution, and consumption of goods and services” (Merriam-Webster, 2019). I will now go into more detail about the concept of land use planning. Land use planning can be defined as “The process by which lands are evaluated and assessed to become a basis for decisions involving land disposition and utilization. This involves studies on the environmental effects of land use and its impact on the community” (Business dictionary, 2019). I will talk about the history of land use planning and how it came about, the urbanization of land use planning and finally a citizen’s guide on land use planning. 


In 1925 the Standard Enabling Planning Act was set in place by “Department of Commerce. Set forth that zoning and land use regulations should not be ad-hoc decisions, but instead should be based on comprehensive planning goals and objectives arrived at democratically” (Smart Growth America, 2015) However in Oregon, “The state's initial planning legislation in 1919 and 1923 granted cities the authority to develop plans and land use regulations. In a 1920 referendum, Portland voters narrowly rejected citywide zoning under the first enabling act. Four years later, they overwhelmingly approved a simpler zoning ordinance. Planning remained solely a city function until 1947, when the legislature extended similar authority to counties in response to chaotic growth of urban fringe areas during the boom years of World War II” (Oregon encyclopedia – Carl Abbott, 2019). 

Urbanization is “the process by which large numbers of people become permanently concentrated in relatively small areas, forming cities” (Encyclopedia Britannica, 2019) which in today’s world is occurring more rapidly. “With the rapid development of Chinese economy, many negative effects of land use transitions under the pressure of rapid urbanization on local ecological system and environment have occurred” (science direct, 2014) “Analysis of the nature of static allometric changes in seven streams affected by urbanization in Ado-Ekiti, southwestern Nigeria, and their comparison with four natural streams in the region reveals that while the channel capacities of the natural streams increase at the same rate with stream discharge, their urban counterparts exist in varying degrees of disequilibrium, becoming fully adjusted to the urban hydrological situation only when urbanization is complete and stable. The degree and location of urbanization in the watersheds appear to be the main determinants of the nature of stream channel response to urbanization. An increase in urban agriculture is suggested as a panacea to reduce urban environmental hazards such as accelerated sheet and gully erosion, sedimentation, and floods in the humid tropics (science direct, 1889). 


“Land use planning helps each community to set development goals while keeping social, economic and environmental factors in mind. It also balances the interests of individual property owners with the wider interests of the whole community”. Land use planning helps municipalities manage land and resources and guides decisions about where to build homes and factories, to put parks and schools, and roads, sewers and other essential services are needed”  (Ontario government, 2019). The purpose of the act is to; promote sustainable economic development in a healthy natural environment within a provincial policy framework. Provide for a land use planning system led by provincial policy. Integrate matters of provincial interest into provincial and municipal planning decisions by requiring that all decisions be consistent with the Provincial Policy Statement and conform/not conflict with provincial plan. And Provide for planning processes that are fair by making them open, accessible, timely and efficient” (Ontario, 2019)

In conclusion, land use planning is a procedure that spotlights on the plan and attitude of land in urban and non-urban zones. It is a procedure that includes both economic and social perspectives. Land use planning came about on account of the urbanization procedure that occurred through history and keeps on happening right up 'til the present time.
