· Why the prevalence of tattoos in prison?
· Tattooing is a long-standing historical prison tradition and ritual (culture0
· Experience of confinement isolation and deprivation can affect one’s perception of tattooing…

· Motivations :
· Tattooing in prison is a rebellion, expression, identity
· Tattoos is usually a good way to identify prisoners for police if they escape
· Less expensive to open tattoo shop instead of treating Hep. C
· Challenges :
· Public perception
· Staff and inmate buy-in
· Concerns about imagery
· Hours of operation of tattoo shops
· Inmate tattooist turnover
· Cost of ink

Dental and Oral Health of Prisoners
· Oral Health = Public Health
· Dental issues = mirror into other health concerns
· Stigma
· Oral health often excluded in insurance plans yet remains key in maintaining overall heath of body
· 1840 dental school USA
· Prisoners = greater oral health needs than general population
· What contributes to poor oral health of prisoners?
· The food that they eat (highly processed, high sugar content, etc.)
· Limited access to medical personnel
· Ratio of dentist-prisoner isn’t good
· Depending on where you are in the country, they can’t even get a dentist on-site
· Drug use (meth mouth)
· Smoking
· Getting in fights and getting hit in the jaw/teeth
· Federal prisons vs provincial/territorial jails
· Dental floss
· Provincial – restricted access
· Federal – available in canteen
· Emergency care

· How does substance abuse deteriorate teeth?
· Notable substances :

· Ashley Smith : Conflict with the law at young age
· Age 18 – adult corrections
· Grand Valley Institution
· 2007 : Age 19 committed suicide in her cell (suicide watch)

· Ashley Smith Death : OCI Investigation
· Individual failures (i.e. administrative seg & length; unjust transfers, use of force 150+/SMM)
· System failures (i.e. poor health services; accountability/oversight boards for seg; grievance process)
