· All deviant acts are not criminal, but all criminal acts are deviant 
· Relativism 
· Family violence, where does it occur, how is it distributed. A lot of it is not reported, can be considered black figure crime
· Why spouses don’t leave relationships
· Child abuse
· Areas where child abuse occurs (natural fathers, step fathers) social class
· Elder abuse, major factors and causes, typically people with severe personal problems (alcohol abuse, loss of job)
· Sexual assault – only a small percentage of people commit over 70% of all the offences 
· Social profile – major risk factors: age, class, gender, stress, social isolation (can’t call for help easily, fear retaliation)
· Family violence cuts across all social classes 
· Young parents are most likely to assault 
· In homes men are more likelt to inflict abuse on family, women are more likely to abuse children
· Stress includes: income, single parents, unemployment

[bookmark: _GoBack]Legal definitions are created by dominant class. They make behaviours they don’t agree with criminal. They use their power to shape enforcement and administration of the criminal law, which makes people and behaviours become criminal. Society KNOWs what is considered criminal. Structure opportunities, learning experiences, and self-conceptions help influence them on whether or not they want to offend. Crime is published in papers. Social reality of crime is formed through the 4 middle steps (forming and applications of crime). Social reality of crime is constantly being constructed in society.
