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What are norms?
· Rules and regulation
· Expectation
· Standards
· Culturally expected
Explicit norms
· Spoken about openly
· Or written down 
Ex. Sign: No shirt, shoes, service
Dress code 
No smoking 
Silent in library

Implicit norms
· There aren’t openly said but we are expected to do it. 
Ex. Yawning, giving gift on a birthday, Holding the door, polite, not talking with food in your mouth, tipping at restaurant
Why do we have norm?
· To keep order of society
· Prevent conflict
· Makes people comfortable

What is deviance?
Violation of the social norm

Can be formal
· They are the laws
Ex. Vandalism, Theft 
Homicide

Can be informal 
· Violation of social norm that have not been codified into law
Ex. Picking a nose, skipping the line, not wearing your shirt, you don’t use manners 

How can we control informal deviance?

· Informal Social Control/Sanctions
Shaming, social isolation, calling the out, gossip, spreading rumors, embarrassment

· Are all criminal acts deviant? 
No, they aren’t. Laws are changing, 

The word “Crime”

Bad, lawyer, cost, justice, injustice, prison etc…

Who’s the criminal?

In our society we focus on street crime and not sweet crime. 
They are easy to target
People are more concerned more on street crime even though corporate crime is more concerning. 

What is Crime?

Formal deviance with formal sanctions
Ex. Jail or prison, community service
Defined by the: 
· Criminal code of Canada
· An act or omission prohibited by criminal law (public law): Responding to someone that committed crime

Classifying Crime

· By level of seriousness:

1. Mala se
An act that is universal known to be harmful 
Ex. Murder

2. Mala prohibita 
Acts that is deemed to be wrong because the government have names them bad
Ex. Drinking underage, 

· In the Criminal Code:
1. Summary (conviction) offences
Less serious
Ex. Petty theft 
2. Indictable offences
Felony Ex. Sexual assault
3. Hybrid/ dual offences
They can go either way. It can be serious or not that big of a deal
If someone engages in crime, are they a bad person? 
Why did they do it?
Forced to do the crime, Mental health issue

Crime & Deviance 

· What is considered to be a crime and/ or deviant is dynamic
1. Relative to time 
· Things change over time 
Ex. Divorce, abortion, hairstyles, gender rights, interracial marriage, gay marriage, spanking a child 
2. Relative to place
· It depends on place
Ex. Band of gum in Singapore, Interracial relationship, Underage for drinking, clothing, age of consent, age difference in marriage
3. Gender
· People in society changes perspective because of gender 
Ex. Father is babysitting, domestic assault, women being a serial killer
4. Social status/class
· View people differently because of social status
Ex. Brock Turner, cocaine & crack, street crime and sweet crime, 
5. Social context/situation
· Can change between situation
Ex. Canada day drinking, fighting or assault (defenfing, ufc), capital punishment 
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Why do you not consider yourself a criminal?
· Cause we’re not getting caught
· We think we don’t think it’s that bad

How do laws get created?
· Moral Panic
· Exaggerated outburst of public concern over the morality or behaviour if a perceived problem
Can be a person, group, episode or condition
· Moral Panic can come and go
Ex. Momo challenge, vaping, Charlie Charlie challenge, clowns

· Moral entrepreneurs
· The ones that start the panic

Ex. Churches, the media, Donald Trump, human rights activates, the governments

· Folk Devils
· They are the ones who are targeted 
Ex. Marilyn Manson

A moral panic

· Minor offences
2. Superior courts
· The more serious offences
3. Court of appeal
· The decision that are made will be heard
4. The Supreme Court of Canada
· The bug decision is made

· Corrections
· 2 levels
1. Provincial
· 2 years and less a day 
2. Federal
· 2 years plus a day

What is Discretion?

· The use of individuals decision making and choice to influence the operations of the CJS
· Police officers
Ex. Lowering speeding ticket, flirting, underage drinking, 
· Prosecutors
Ex. Drop charges or reduce charges
· Judges
Ex. How much time the get
· Probation/parole/correctional officers
Ex. 

· Purpose of discretion?
Reflection of racism or sexual orientation 
· Makes them go faster
· Efficiency

· Filtering and the crime funnel

· CPTED
CRIME PREVENTION THROUGH ENVIRONMENTAL DESIGN
· Making changing to the environment making the less attractive to offender
Ex. Security camera
· CPTSD
CRIME PREVENTION THROUGH SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT
Ex. Poverty, after school program 

2. Protecting the public

3. Supporting the victims of crime their families, and witnesses 
· Provide more information about the investigation
· Victim impact statement 

4. Holding offenders responsible 

5. Helping offenders returns to the community 
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Elements of a crime

· Crime of commission vs crime of omission
· Assaulting, robbery, theft (cc)
· Tax invasion, negligent parent, not paying child support (co)
· Actus Reus
· Guilty act
· Mens Rea
· Guilty of minds
· Negligence
· An act that show discard of the well-being of others 
Ex. A parent who decide to leave her child by herself while she goes partying. 
· Reckless behaviours
· When people act in ways that is dangerous or risky
Ex. Drinking and driving, texting and driving
· Wilful blindness
· Deliberate ignorance. When people are aware that a crime is committed but choose not to say anything. 
Ex. Name branded stuff being sold for cheaper, 

· Concurrence
· Actus non facit reum nisi sit rea

Cases

· James Bolder disappeared
· 10-year-old boys killed him
· In Canada they wouldn’t have received their punishment because of their ages

Legal defences and the law

· Excuse defences
· Criminal conduct can be excused because 
· Age: In Canada anyone under the age of 11 you’re not criminally responsible for your action
· 3 distinct stages
· 11 and under no criminal responsibility
· 12-17 youth limited criminal responsibility
· 18- full criminal responsibility 
· Mental disorder (NCR)
· Incapable of appreciating the nature and quality of the act/ omission 
· They can’t understand its wrong 
· The sentence is not set when your NCR.
· Your send to a mental institution
· Automatism
· State of impaired consciousness – involuntary actions (sleepwalking, concussion)
· Rarely used
· Hester Green, Bryan Thompson
· Sexsomnia
· Ryan Hartman
· Mistake of fact
· Honest mistake 
· Taking someone else’s jacket, counter fit money
· Limits – sexual assault cases
· Having sex with a minor

· Mistake of law
· Ignorance of the law is NO excuse

· Intoxication
· Thomas Chan
· Involuntary intoxication 
· Involuntarily taking drugs or alcohol  
· PMS?
· Using pms as and excuse to avoid getting charged
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Legal Defences and the law

· Justification defences 
· Defendant admits to committing the crime, but argues that act was justified 

· Consent
· Conduct was permitted by victim
Ex. Fights in sporting events
· Duress
· Actions were not voluntary, and they acted in response to immediate threats from another person
· They feel as if they didn’t have a choice (Doug and Eric)
Ex. Gun to head and potential thread to loosing life 
· Necessity
· Illegal act voluntary committed in order to prevent a more serious harm 
Ex. Speeding to the hospital cause your injured, wife in labour, breaking a car window to safe a baby who is chocking
(Robert), lost in sea case

· Self-defence
· Imminent fear of harm resulting in defending oneself/others (with equal force)
Ex.  Angeline LaValle, fearing for life because he is going to kill her so she shoots him even if there was no threat at the moment, bouncer a huge restrain and use some force but he cannot beat the crap out of him

· Entrapment
· Inducement to crime by police officer
· Used only after the accused is found guilty
Ex. Police officer persuaded an individual to commit a crime

· Provocation
· A wrongful act/ insult sufficient to deprive an ordinary person of the power of self-control
· Only used for murder – manslaughter 
Ex. Walking in on rape and heat of the moment and kills the rapist, cheating boyfriend or girlfriend, 

Is the rate of crime in Canada increasing or decreasing?

The crime in Canada is decreasing but it surprises people. The media exposes more crime 

· Is the fear of crime increasing or decreasing in society?
· Fear-inducing activities?
· Walking alone at night in own neighbourhood
· Being home alone
· Taking public transportation at night

Do you engage in any…?

· Avoidance Behaviours
· Lifestyle changes designed to reduce one’s risk of becoming a victim of crime 
Ex. Avoiding places in city 
· Defensive Behaviours
· Specific anti-crime measures designed to reduce one’s risk of becoming a victim of crime
Ex. Walking with someone, mind your own business, carrying a alarm, pepper spray, talking on the phone someone


Homicide

· Directly or indirectly, by any means, causes the death of a human being (not culpable vs. culpable) 
Ex. Police officer shoots someone, self defence

· 1ST Degree Murder
· Planned and deliberate, death of on duty officer, murder during another crime 
Ex. Hijacking a plane, 
· Life sentence- You have serve 25 year before you are eligible for parole 

· 2nd degree Murder
· Intent to kill but not premediated
· Life Sentence- 10-25 year before eligible for parole

· Manslaughter
· Not intended to cause death
· Criminal negligence 
· No minimum sentence

· Infanticide
· Death of child (under 1) by biological mother
· Maximum sentence- 5 years 
· Connected to mental illness
