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       By observing the data of the three different organisms, one can concluded that the Broad bean ( Vicia faba), Onion roots (Allium cepa), and Whitefish (Coregonus clupeaformis) spend similar amounts of time in each stage of the cell cycle. These organisms spend most of their time in interphase, second is  prophase, then telophase, followed by in almost equal time, metaphase and anaphase. This is because interphase is the phase where cell division takes place, such as DNA replication, and synthesis of cytoplasmic organelles.
       When the two panels are compared, it can be seen that there are small differences between the class combined data and my group data. Our group data showed that cells spend 5%~12% less time in interphase, 3%~8% more time in prophase, 2% more time in metaphase, 2%~3% more time in anaphase,and approximately  2%~3% less time in telophase. The reasons would be varied. 	For instance, more cells in class combined data are observed, it affects mean average. 
        If all five stages of the cell cycle took an hour, based on the classes combined data, the Broad bean (Vicia faba) would spend 40.92 min in interphase, 9.6 min in prophase, 2.64 min in metaphase, 3.06 min in anaphase, and 3.72 min in telophase. The Onion roots (Allium cepa) would spend 38.34 min in interphase, 12.6 min in prophase, 2.16 min in metaphase, 2.4 min in anaphase, and 4.44 min in telophase. The whitefish (Coregonus clupeaformis) would spend 37.32 min in interphase, 10.92 min in prophase, 3.84 min in metaphase, 3.66 min in anaphase, and 4.26 min in telophase.
