· Diploidy: Considerable portion of genetic variability of diploid individuals is hidden from natural selection
· Mass of little expressed or unexpressed ,genes in heterozygotes (genetic load)
· With heterozygote genes, there is a recessive allele not being expressed by phenotype
· Cost associated with maintaining genetic variation

· Balanced polymorphism:
· Heterozygote advangage is when heterozygous individuals have more offspring than homozygous 
· Some situations where recessive allele is favored as well (codominance between both alleles)
· Ex: Sickle Cell anemia: Ss
· If homozygous ss, high mortality before reproductive age
· High frequency of s allele in areas with high degrees of malaria as s allele causes greater resistance to malaria than dominant allele
· Preservation of genetic variability
· Selection-dependent on inverse frequency in fishes that feed on scales
· Rarest phenotype favored by sleection
· Selection depends on positive frequency
· Abundant phenotype is always favored
· Selection leading to multiple (stable equilibriums, adaptive landspace)
· Case of mulleran mimicry: Case of mimicry between 2 toxic specoes
· Neutral variation: Good portion of genetic variability found in genes that don’t show sleective advantages or is not affected by natural selection (pseudogenes)
· External mechanism (/ecological)
· Result of simultaneous impacts of different selective pressures
· Temporal changes in selective pressures
· Habitat mosaic: Species lives in mosaic of habitats
· Non-assortive mating: Mating with individuals with different genetic backgorunds
· Ex: Many different types of white-tailed deer  in N.A allow for high degree of genetic variability
· Sexual selection
· Form of evolution in which individuals that possess some specific hereditary traits are more susceptile than others to find partners
· Intersexual selection (choice of sexual partners based on trains indicating quality of genetic baggage of the other sex
· Willow birds have preference based on_
· Intrasexual selection is selection between 2 individuals of same sex
· Controntational behavioural is ritualized (kangaroos confronting each other
· Penis bone is present in walrus, chimps, not in humans
