Writing Philosophy: 
· To be effective, a philosophy essay;
· must be clearly written
· must put forward an argument
· must present the views of other philosophers fairly and accurately
· Answer the question directly
· Somewhere in the first paragraph, tell the reader exactly what you’re going to argue
Ex) I/We argue..
· Before beginning your argument, it can help to give a brief outline of what’s to come
	Ex) I/We begin by outlining Platos view on such and such. Nect I contrast Platos view with Lockes view
· Get straight to the point. 
	Ex) Clear and concise writing. 

No unnecessary historical information, like “Locke was an English philosopher who lived from 1632-1704

It helps to begin a new paragraph when you start to discuss a new idea, objection, argument etc

Address the details of the views you are discussing. 
· One way of fairly representing the views of other philosophers is to talk about the details of their views; avoid overly-gneral discussions. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]-Include direct references to the reading; for example, when you claim the Plato says such-and-such, indicate which page he says it on

Avoid plagiarism by citing all secondary sources you use
