Location: Rooms will be assigned by course section and then alphabetically by surname. The room list will be posted separately in the midterm information folder.

Length: 1.5 hours 

Format: Multiple choice (approximately 21 questions) 

Materials provided: Formula sheet, constants, periodic table. You may not use your own periodic table or formula sheet. A sample formula sheet will be posted in the midterm information area.

Materials to bring: non-programmable calculator, pencils, eraser, student ID.  You must use pencil on the bubble sheet.

Content covered: 
· Chapter 1: Sections 1.1 to 1.4. You should be familiar with the common metric prefixes between giga and pico in Table 1.2 and common derived units in Table 1.3.  
· Chapter 2: Sections 2.3 to 2.7.  In section 2.4 you are not required to know historical aspects of the discovery of the electron and nucleus (pages 34-37).  In section 2.5 you are not responsible for the material on mass spectrometry (page 43).
· Chapter 3: All sections except 3.1 and 3.5.  You need to know the polyatomic ions in Table 3.3.
· Chapter 4: All sections except 4.1.  The solubility guidelines (table 4.2) will be provided on the formula sheet.  You are responsible for the gas-evolution reactions in table 4.4.  You are not responsible for balancing oxidation-reduction reactions (pages 121 – 124).

General Instructions: 
· Arrive early. Please be at the exam room by 6:00 pm so that we can get seated and started on time. 
· All coats and bags must be placed at the front or back of the room. You may not take them to your seat. Because of the size of the class it would be ideal if you did not bring any bags. Do not block doorways and fire exits with your coats and bags. 
· You must use pencil for filling in your bubble sheets. 
· When you enter the room, immediately drop off your coats and bags, and then find a seat.
