WID - Women In Development
· Modernization
· women want to participate

WAD - Women And Development
· Not absent
· Already participate
· Embedded in a subordinate way

GAD - Gender And Development
· *Contemporary Academia -> Trans Inclusive
· LGTBQ2+ & Women’s Empowerment
- Not just about women -> look at whole system and its differential impacts on both

Types of Feminism:

RADICAL -> women can never achieve equality in male-dominated world

SOCIALST - WAD - only focus on women and how they can achieve development

Gender Mainstreaming - central pillar for development discourse, policy, practice, supported by mainstream as well as more development institutions
· Integration of gender into design, implementation, monitoring and evaluation of policies in all political, economic and social spheres

Masculinity/Femininity - socially constructed models
· Complex set of characteristics and behaviours prescribed for a particular sex by sociey and learned through socialization experience
M -> strong, protector, provider, independent, security
F-> weak/vulnerable, protected, provided, communal, caring/nurturing, private, supporting

Foreign Aid/Manufactured Goods - Developing countries/periphery give developed country resources, core(developed) nations like the UK make profit by sending foreign aid and selling manufactured goods to the periphery because they have no means to manufacture stuff on their own

Austerity: set of political, economic policies that aim to reduce government deficits by lowering spending
· Reduce healthcare
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Structural Adjustment Theory
· Liberalization of economies
· Makes global south awesome for funneling money
· No commitment to social services
      -  Lending w/ conditions
      - Reduce government spending
      - Free Trade

Debt Crisis affecting global south
· 2008 Stock Market Crash
· Impacts rest of world because of globalization 
· Interconnected markets
· US recession affects rest of world 
· They won’t spend as much on foreign aid, transnational corporations, stock market
· Who’s getting paid by these TNCs? Poor mans from the global south who manufacture for them lol

Tied aid/conditional aid - illegitimate aid lol
Countries use USD cuz its cheaper than making their own but it makes them highly reliant on US 
Countries need to borrow less of US money - IDEALLY: diversify economy instead of being resource based - countries start producing the iphones that they sell resources for - more profit - less dependency

Fair Trade:
· Fair wages (reduces exploitations)
· Commitment to environment
· * very important for global south
· Designated logo

Free Trade:
· Reducing barriers to trade
· No import taxes
· Tariff (no US dairy in Canada even tho its better bc Canada wanted their own dairy farmers to collect their bread lol)
· USMCA - United States Mexico Canada Agreement (replaced NAFTA)
· Comparative advantage for goods
· Improved variety of goods (regional differences)
· Help w/ trade barriers experienced w/ comparative advantage (i.e. dairy farmers)
· Open up them markets boiiiii i <3 neoliberalism
· Global south economies reliant and this is generally bad
· People love money and greed this is why mans like this shit
· The politics revolves around the demand and supply

Citizenship:
· Legal ability to explore services
· Protection from the state
· In democracy -> right to vote, own land
· Recognized identity -> freedom to travel

Democracy: a system of government by the whole population or all the eligible members of the state, typically through elected representatives

Political Regime: set of principles and rules that govern power relations between society and state

Authoritarian Regime: in which state officials actively prevent society from participating in decision making process ex. North Korea
· Resort to arbitrary violence against population
· Extract, use + distribute economic resources in an arbitrary fashion
· Rarely held accountable for their decisions
· More efficient than democracy (long term stability) but democracy is a better reflection of people’s wishes - trade efficiency for common good

Democratic Transition: phase during which authoritarian institutions and practices are in the process of being reformed and replaced by more domestic institutions and places

Democratic Consolidation: during transition to democracy citizens learn how to participate in democracy like elections, campaign, etc, rather than blindly going in. It’s a process

Waves of Democratization: 3 Waves
Mid 19th century:
· Beginning
· North America, Latin America, Europe

Post World War 2:}

· Middle
· Post colonial countries emerged     					
· Reverted back to authoritarian            Mostly Africa 

1974 - Present Day - Portugal becomes democracy
· Portugal colonised everyone
· Decolonized

Chapter 17:  Climate Change 

Key Concepts

T.O.C. (Tragedy of the Commons)
· Resources anyone can use - air, water, etc
· If everyone uses their fair share, everyone will be good for their life
· If mans get greedy, it’s not sustainable
· I get 11 cows instead of the sustainable 10
· People take more than their fair share
· Resources degrade
· Pollution: CO2 emissions, can’t pinpoint who is polluting more than their fair share, so ppl start pollution more and more
· People cannot internalize externalities: common good
· Desire to exploit resources is high

Sustainable Development
· Meet needs of today w/o fucking over needs of tomorrow
· Brundtland Commission (start of sustainable development)

Silent Spring
· DDT
· 72s? Universal recognition
· Montreal Protocol: 
· Huge patch of ozone was degrading
· Countries agreed to decrease emissions and items that caused emissions
· One and only ‘golden child’ of environmental activism protocols
· ‘Kyoto Protocol’ = not a factor
· Paris Agreement = not really

Agriculture-based countries		Food Security


Participatory: implemented by NGOs
· Get people living in rural areas to participate in their own development
· Use their own knowledge and opinions
· Example of a bottom-up approach

Land Tenure:
· Security against state forces
· Not vulnerable to state intervention
· Ability to lease land for rent -> revenue
· In situ rebuilding *T.O.C.
· Citizenship and security
· Legal right to land (you can sell your land)

Food Security
· Exists when all ppl at all times have access to sufficient, safe and nutritious food to meet their dietary needs
· 92.5 million hungry ppl in the world (mostly in asia and the pacific)
· Important terms:
· Undernutrition: results from prolonged low levels of food intake
· Chronic hunger: food intake provides less than minimum energy required
· Malnutrition: unbalanced food intake, refers to both undernutrition, overnutrition
· 4 dimensions of food security
1. Physical availability of food 
· Addresses supply of food determined by production, stock levels, trade
2.  Economic use
· Resources of households to purchase food with the political capacity to control food related decisions
3. Food Use
· Ability to use food efficiently (healthy food choices)
4. Stability of other 3 dimensions

Agricultural Based Economies:
· Economies are volatile and vulnerable to international trade
· Population of agriculture / per capita
· Imports and exports
· *****Externalities ^^^^^^^l
· Vulnerable economy: banana republic
· If there’s a drought, people stop liking bananas, they’re fucked bc this is their main export, main revenue, majority of population works in this industry
· Not diversified

Community Development:
· Process where community members come together to take collective action and generate solutions to common problems
· Purpose is to build communities based on justice, equality and mutual respect
· Involves changing the relationships btwn ordinary people and people in positions of power
· Everyone can take part in issues that affect their lives
