Canada, a country where party discipline is very strong

A system of governance where there is a close interrelationship between the executive and legislative bodies
Cabinet is drawn from sitting members of Parliament

Head Of State
In parliamentary systems the head of state is different than the head government
The head of state is expected to be above politics and largely a ceremonial position
In Canada, the head of state is the governor or governess general
Or rather Queen
Types of parliamentary systems
Both models have to do with the appearance on how politics are done

Westminster Model
More conflictual , concentration of power in Prime Minister and Cabinet

Consensus Model
Sharing power by involving all political parties (Germany)
Symbol of strength= bargain, negotiate
More coalition governments

Canadian Senate

Appointed upper house of parliament
Role is to check the democratic tendencies of the house of commons
Senators are appointed on a regional basis
Senators are appointed by the prime minister and can hold positions until age 75 (unlimited terms)
Senators are often appointed for the loyalty to the party and the prime minister
Important, people identify with one party or another

Powers of The Senate

In 1988 Bill C-130 delayed ( free trade agreement)
Legislations are rarely blocked by Senate
1989-90 the most notable:
Bill C-43 on abortion
Problems of Legitimacy
It either does too little or too much
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Presidential systems- USA is example
Unicameral Parliament- New Zealand 

The Presidential System
Over 30 countries use the presidential system
Developed in the USA in reaction to the British colonial rule

Specificity of presidential systems
Executive in a presidential system does not need the support of the legislature to stay in power
Specificity of the US system 
Based on principal of checks and balances to promote system of separate powers
All the branched have ways to control one another

The USA President
Defining presidential systems
The president of the USA
Is both head of state and head of government
Is the commander of chief of the armed services

Cannot dissolve the house of representatives
Possibly for “Divided Government”
Example current situation ( since 2011)

The USA Congress
Bi- Cameral: house of representatives ad the senate
Cabinet secretaries are not aloud to be members of congress
House term limit is 2 years; senate 6 years
Major role is oversight on public service activities
Weak party discipline 
250 plus standing committees, the real source of power in the USA Congress

General points about upper house

important to have the right amount of people, less means more responsibility. More mean less responsibility. 
Upper houses: “redundant but not superfluous) + “more than sober second thought”
Being redundant doesn’t mean being useless, helps with knowledge and legislation that’s being passed. 
Better understanding of legislation and the way it works
Bicameralism: “malleable concept”
General idea behind article
Changes through time
Changes from one country to another

Main points about house of Lords
More complex forms of governance ( at the European level notably) made national institutional reform easier
Uniqueness of house of lords ( is to be preserved)
Taking the US senate as a model may be misguided
Focus on representation and people ill- fitting with British institutions/ importance of federalism
4 possible roles for house of lords
saw this as direct reference to US system
historically the values that Americans put behind there institutions are different then what Britain did put behind institutions
focus on ideas of people.
Interim house ( with appointment) would bring the H of L closer to the Canadian Senate
Interim house is current house of lords
Idea is that new rules will come in place
Nothing has been done after the legislations were put through.

Federalism
Safe to be federal when the idea that the different level of government is entrenched in constitution
Problem- will have independence with budgets
France- national level decides budget, taxes

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The meaning of Ideology: provides a different perspective that is used to understand and evaluate how the world actually works and is a vision of what the world should be like and how it should work.
Empirical because how we think the world actually works
Normical that way we think the world should work…
Used in science field of political science 

Ideology is also used as a loaded pejorative word
Not as objective as could be, biased
Ideology is very important in Marxist tradition ( covers up reality)
Always insist of what is real in the world is the struggle between classes
Relationship between people
Exploiting people while some are being exploited
Think they are covering up reality
A simplification of political philosophies 

Equivocity of Liberalism
What does it mea to be liberal?
In Canada, being a member of the political party, 
Being a member, or having an attachment to the party
In the USA, having a leftist views
In Europe, being and advocate of capitalism and free market economy (right wing)
Need to distinguish between economic liberalism and political or (philosophical) liberalism
Eco: linked to capitalism and free market
Pol: linked to the primary of the individual 

Economic Liberalism
Classic and neo- classical economics
Adam smith, The Wealth of Nations
Human beings are mostly self interested 
The fact that they are doesn’t mean they don’t want to pursue common good of country
In order to be a good contributor of society, you don’t need to think about it.
Free market, “an invisible hand and laissez fair
Homo Economics, rational and interested
People think they ultimately are like that
Easy to find exceptions
Are about other things, about values, religion, nations 
Opposed to collectivism and Keynesianism
Collectivism
 (used in communist regimes) control of the state on the means of production

Keynesianism
Imperfect markets
Need fro public intervention in the economy
Used in western states for a way to describe economy

The field of political science
Systematic thinking about the nature and public requirements of the good life. (definition) 
Key distinctions: Ancient and Moderns
Articulating good lives and good regimes 
More then just a connection, the same thing 
See Benjamin Constant, 1816

Freedom and equality 

Liberalism As A Political Theory
Liberalism apposed to conservatism (16th – 17th century) 
Liberalism as opposed to paternalism (19th century)
Marxism as opposed to liberalism (19th century)
Communitarianism as opposed to liberalism (20th century
17th century
starts to develop 
key authors- Thomas Hobbs, John Locke

Thomas Hobbs
Hard to classify as a liberal
He’s a social contract theorist
First person to have a social contract theory for liberalism as a political theory
Only reason to be there is to guarantee safety 

Social contract
State of nature
They will relies state of nature is a terrible place, or inconvenient
No government
Social contract
Moment people consent
Moment when society is founded
Civil society
Different definitions for different types of politics
Here it means a society that is civil
A society that has political institutions
You have a government organizing life
Talk about it in craniological order, think about it in terms of logic
Works as a mathematic demonstration 
What people say that if people are rational they should choose this type of consent 
Allows people to judge what is going on in other countries relating to politics and history
If you cant plan for the long term it is a terrible state to be in 

John Locke on Liberalism
He is confident that without formal political institutions people can figure things out
Highly inconvenient 
Inconvenient when we have money and want to get wealth and property
Cant develop as much as their potential
They should agree to a social contract
Don’t give up all rights, from a political committee that insures safety and rights are protected
Individual has rights 
Men will have perfect freedom 
Equality to him means men should be considered equal when talking about them
More pessimistic view of humans
Community values are very essential

17th century contrasted to conservatism
Patriarchalism- a king is in charge of people, has relationship with subjects 
Traditionalism- cant go against rules/ customs
If we have a broad understanding of conservatism- wanting to keep things the way they are
Liberalism think all justifications of monarchy are irrational
Do not take in the feelings of people
Conservatism developed because of a reaction of liberalism 
How they react to liberalism
Radical
Cant forget history of Westen

Liberalism and Paternalism 
In liberalism people will be concerned with paternalism 
Paternalism 
Restriction of liberty
For the good of the person being restricted
Most important
Against hi/her own will
Examples- policies against drinking alcohol
Government trying to stop people from drinking
Aloud to do it as long as don’t harm anyone
Government can limit fighting because it hurts people but cant get rid of alcohol
More paternalistic now a days 
Drugs, smoking, wearing seatbelts ( government is forcing you by fining if you don’t wear seatbelt because they think harm yourself if get in accident)

Not obvious what is paternalistic and what is not
Harmful consequences
Smoking- paternalistic to prevent it 
Now able to show harm other people
If smoking can harm others it is not paternalistic 
More knowledge on harm things can do it is easier for people to decide if it is paternalistic or not 
How people justified policies
Need to here policies
Compulsorily seatbelt- if you don’t wear a seatbelt your injuries will make it worse, costing more money  for government. Non compulsorily because effects healthcare.
People will go great length to avoid being paternalistic
