Overall, 45 questions were drawn from the lecture slides, and 15 questions were drawn from the textbook.

· Any examples, practice activities, or classmate comments are not on the test.

This test should do TWO things:
1. Test you on the core concepts you will need to further your education in psychology. That is, the test will focus on the main topics I hope you will retain after this course – not the trivial details of individual studies or side stories.
2. Be challenging enough to be worthy of university credit.  Students who are not taking this class, and never attended a lecture should not be able to pass this exam.  However, if you understand the core concepts and most of the main ideas, then you should perform well on this test.
