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-Four major crime prevention strategies
	-developmental prevention (risk focused prevention) interventions designed to prevent development of criminal potential in people especially targeting risk and protective factors.  Intervene with children before have a chance to develop criminal tendencies. 
	-community prevention 
interventions designed to change social conditions and institutions that influence offending in residential communities. Families, peers, social norms. 
	-situational prevention 
interventions designed to prevent occurrence of crime by reducing opportunities and increasing the risk of offending. 
	-criminal justice prevention
traditional, arrest – conviction – imprisonment. Deterrence.  

-bulk of policing is reactive, 70% is based on calls. 

-developmental criminology – development of offending and antisocial behaviour. Looks at risk factors at different ages and the effects of life events on the course of development, such as marriage (Peoples criminal behavior sharply decreases when they get married).  
 
-onset of offending = when offending starts, desistence = stopping/starting to stop

-offending is part of a pattern of larger antisocial behavior. Starts in childhood, extends into adulthood. 

-highest risk factor of becoming a criminal, is your family being criminals. 

-risk factors are things that increase your probability to commit crime, protective factors are things that keep you from preventing crime. Many risk factors for offending are well established and highly replicable. Numerous studies from various places and researchers have determined that there are specific risk factors that contribute to offending. 

 -Risk factors: impulsivity, poor parental supervision, bad in school, parental conflict, antisocial parent, young mother, large families, low income, broken family. Same factors are present in many different countries. 

-cost/benefit analysis on crime has a better chance of influencing politics. 

-systematic review: stricter approach to examining the literature in the area of interest. Way more detailed than traditional reviews. Looking at every piece of literature available, published or otherwise. Highest methodological quality. 

-risk factors are prior factors that increase the onset, frequency, persistence of offending. Hard to tell if risk factors are indicative or causal of offending. 

-Three areas of concern: no consensus about causes of crime or prevention policies. Lack of agreement is part of problem. Second issue is level of confidence in solutions that are proposed. Govnt looks at the 3 e’s: economics, efficiency, effectiveness. 3. The emphasis on the community and local response to problems and partnerships.  
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Individual risk factors associated with crime related behaviour: low intelligence and attainment, personality, temperament, empathy, social cognitive skills, impulsiveness. 
-Individuals vary, is it possible to predict outcomes based on these factors? Important predictor is low intelligence. IQ scores are the way to predict low/high. Low intelligence is important predictor. Stockholm study 1993: low intelligence measured at 3 predicted recorded offending til 20. Low attainment and low intelligence predict aggression and bullying as well as the potential for spousal abuse. 
-Personality is  strong predictor. Antisocial behavior is stable over time. Not a lot of research about peoples personalities and whether or not they’ll commit crime.  Temperament is as close as researchers can get to examining personality and its link to criminal behavior. New york study, children were rated on their temperament by parents, teachers etc., and having a difficult temperament at ages 3-4 (irritable, doesn’t get along well with other kids) predicted poor adult psychiatric adjustment at 17. New Zealand study: links childhood temperament and adult offending, age 3 observe behavior during testing session and found if child was restless, impulsive, etc., they were more likely to offend later in life. Found through self report studies.  
-Not many studies on empathy, Australian study that said female offenders exhibited less empathy than female non offenders. No significant difference for men. 
-impulsiveness is one of the most reliable personality related factors for predicting offending. Cambridge study on delinquent development: boys that were lacking in concentration and high in risk taking were more likely to offend later in life. 
-social cognitive skills offenders use poor problem solving techniques in interpersonal situations. Offenders tend to be self centered, callous, low in empathy.  Duke university study: aggressive children are more likely to interpret cues as being hostile. The way people take in information and respond to that information. 

-Family factors: research confirms family is an important factor. One factor is criminal and antisocial parents and siblings. Criminal parents have criminal kids. Cambridge study: 63% of boys with convicted fathers were themselves convicted compared to 30% of the remainder. 6 possible reasons why offending goes from one generation to the next: 1. Intergenerational continuities in exposure to multiple risk factors (trapped in poverty).  2. Assertive mating – female offenders tend to marry male offenders. 3. Focuses on the direct impact of the influences of family members on others. Imitate the behavior of older siblings because you want to be like them. 4. The effect of a criminal parent in a childs offending is mediated by environmental mechanisms. Pittsburgh youth study, arrested fathers had delinquent sons because they impregnanted young women, lived in bad neghbourhoods and used child rearing methods that didn’t instill a conscience.  5. Same as 4 but genetic mechanisms. Identical twins are more concordant in their offending than fraternal twins are. 6. Criminal parents tend to be biased against the justice system. 

-boys with convicted fathers are more likely to be convicted themselves, according to self report studies. 
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 -people in poverty have less life skill opportunity than people who are well off. Parents probably don’t have an education, makes it difficult for children to become educated. 

-peer influences. Delinquent acts tend to be committed by relatively small groups of people. Adult gangs are different than childhood gangs. Seattle Social Development project: offending increases after a youth joins a gang. Pittsburgh youth study found that crime increases with gang inclusion and then drops after leaving a gang. Two studies: Rochester? found young people offended more after joining a gang. 

-most important factor in predicting delinquency in schools is inconsistent and unclear rules. 

-aggressive and rejected by their classmates they were more likely to be delinquent. 

-parental supervision is a correlate rather than a cause.  

-most famous study on schools effect on delinquency by Michael Rutter. 12 schools, found major differences. High del. Schools have high truancy rates, low achievers and low class parents. 

-relationship between teachers and students has effect on delinquency. 

-community influences: Shaw and Mckay study. Factors that are inherent within the community. Can determine where there is persistent, high offending.  Female headed homes and breakdowns or low level of social control.  

-Exam question: tell the government what policies should be implemented to prevent crime. Based on research.   
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-Cambridge study in delinquent development. Longest longitudinal study in the world. 411 south London males who are 8-9 in 1961-62. 

-purpose of study: to describe the development of criminal behaviour in urban males. To explain why offending begins, continues and ends. Investigate how far offending can be predicted in advance. To establish the relative importance of predictors of offending. To study correlates of criminal behaviour at different ages.  To investigate the effects of life events on the course of development of offending. To investigate absolute and relative stability of antisocial behaviour over time. 

-finding in respect to age and crime: generally the prevalence of offending increases to a peak in the teenage years and then declines in the 20s. overall while the number of offenders varies dramatically with age, the rate of offending does not (number of offenses per offender).  Generally, people convicted at earliest age tend to have the longest criminal careers, suggesting early prevention could be beneficial. The reasons given for offending vary by age. (during teenage years offending is minor and out of boredom, 20s it is more rational). 

-findings in respect to chronic offender: greatest amount of crimes are committed by a relatively small population of criminal offenders. 4% of families studied accounted for 50% of all convicted people. 

-continuity of offending: worst offenders at the beginning are the worst at the end. Best predictor of later offending groups are the immediately preceding age group. American study: behaviour problems in gr.1 predict behaviour problems/delinquency for years after. 

-economic deprivation: predicts later offending. 

-low intelligence: best independent predictor of later offending. 

-child rearing methods: best predictor of delinquency, child rearing techniques. Harsh, erratic discipline. Cruel passive or neglecting parents. Poor supervision and parental conflict. All predict later offending when measured at 8 yrs old. 
-separation/broken homes: high offending for boys that are brought up in broken homes (loss of natural father and no affectionate mother). Same is true with boys in in-tact families, but has a lot of conflict. Incidence of offending is low when there is an affectionate mother, regardless of broken family or not. Not broken homes that cause offending, but parental conflict that causes it. 

-criminal parents raise a criminal child. 

-delinquent peer group: predictor after age 14.

-cooperation: boys who were uncooperative with the researchers were a predictor for later offending, generally speaking. People in most need of preventative treatment might be the ones more resistant to it.   

-longitudinal studies have demonstrating that offending is one element of a larger syndrome of deviant or antisocial behaviour. 

-identifying chronic offenders: one third of the 400 boys were convicted up to age 25. 23 people accounted for half of the convictions.

 risk focused prevention, risk/protective factors, systematic review vs narrative review (meta-analysis, intense, stringent vs basic, less intense), individual risk factors (low intelligence and attainment, personality, temperament, empathy, impulsivity, social cognitive skills), family factors (criminal & antisocial parents/siblings, large family size, child-rearing methods, low parental involvement, child/physical abuse/neglect, parental conflict/disruptive families, age of mothers, crime runs in family – why is offending transmitted from one generation to the other), socioeconomic/peer/community factors (not poverty that causes crimes, it’s the problems that poverty causes for the family. Peer influences - delinquent acts are committed in small groups, small percentage of people commit the largest percentages of crime. School influences – commitment to education, type of school, amount of respect for teachers. Community influences – disorganized society, crime occurs at different rates as you move out of the core of the city. City is a facilitator of crime. High crime rate area, more offenders. Situational crime prevention/target hardening/place criminology – try to prevent crime by making it harder to commit crime in that area.
