- Sovereignty there is a Supreme power, nothing inside or outside can tell what the state must do, give penalties and fines, only kind of violence that is legitimate is from the state
- International recognition it only a state with international recognition 
Weber: "human community that (successfully) claims the monopoly of the legitimate use of violence within a given territory."
