THE CIVIL WAR ERA
The 48ers
· German political exiles who came to the United States
· Left Germany after failed revolutions of 1848
· Carl Shurz, U.S. Senator, Wisconsin
· Constitutional Freedom – Liberal freedom (from monarchic rule)

Karl Marx and Friedrich Engels
· Followers of philosopher Hegel
· Developed the notion of “geist”
· Marx split with young Hegelians, influenced by French Socialist writers
· Marx viewed the world as moved by material circumstances, not just ideas as was the view of the young Hegelians
· Economic Freedom (Marx) vs Constitutional/Liberal Freedom (Shurz)

Reverend James W.C. Pennington
· Runaway slave from Maryland
· Self-educated
· Makes decision to eventually become an ordained minister
· Heads to Yale to be admitted to Divinity School
· Not allowed to take out books
· Not allowed to speak in class
· Gets his degree
· Becomes Reverend of several white congregations
· Marries white woman
· Fierce advocate for Abolitionist cause
· Participates in 1849 Paris Peace Conference
· “Freedom from Bondage”

Ireland in the 1840s
· 1801, Act of Union: Ireland becomes incorporated into political structure of Britain
· Great Famine: 1845-52
· Much of the Irish countryside was owned by English absentee owners
· Irish that did own land owned very little and therefore farmed potatoes
· Potato blight destroys Irish crops
· Nearby, English land owners were growing food for export
· Young Ireland movement inspired by the French and German revolutions of 1848 began to plan a National Government and have a bloodless revolution as response to Potato famine
· British govt repeals Habeus Corpus and begins arresting suspected members of the movement
· British squash movement and many members of Young Ireland leave in political exile
· National Freedom – a peoples’ right to self-govern

First-Wave Feminism
· Sarah and Angelina Grimké
· Lucretia Mott, Elizabeth Cady Stanton
· Prevented from speaking at anti-slavery conference in London they were invited to
· Married Women’s Property Act, New York 1848
· Seneca Falls Convention, July 1848
· 1850: First National Women’s Rights Convention, Worcester, Mass
· Women’s Freedom

The Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo
· 1836: secession of Texas
· Manifest Destiny
· James Polk, 1844 election
· Runs on platform of Western Expansion; annexation of Texas and Expansion into Oregon Territory
· 1846-48: Mexican-American War
· 1847: occupation of Mexico City
· February 1848: Mexico ceded Alta California, New Mexico, Arizona, Nevada, Utah, Colorado, for $15 million
