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Aeneas
Founder of the Julian clan
Embodiment of pietas: loyalty to family and state, as well as moral probity

Marcus Antonius (Mark Antony)
portrayed by Octavian as a “weak traitor”
Became the “man of the hour” when Caesar died
Ratified his reforms, granted amnesty to his assassins, and granted Caesar a grand public funeral
He agitated the crows with his bloody toga and a wax image of his corpse
Octavian portrayed him as a weak warrior for succumbing to Cleopatra (wicked queen of the east)
Him meeting Cleopatra alienated him from the war with Octavian
They had three sons and when they got married, he got joint rule of strong eastern kingdoms 

Cleopatra
Octavian declared war on her 
Antony and Cleopatra engaged in a naval battle against Octavian
Antony committed suicide because he thought Cleopatra took her own life
Lived long enough to see her – she then resigned but learned she would be paraded in Rome in Octavian’s army and so she took her own life with venom (bitten by an asp)

Octavian
Promoted himself as a restorer of peace and of all good Roman virtues
Chief beneficiary of Caesars assets
From an equestrian family
To get support from Caesar’s troops from Antony’s side he paid them double wage from his pocket
To please the people put on lavish games and entertainments
He quickly and illegally acquired an enormous military power base
Marched to Rome and demanded recognition from the senate 
He was granted a praetorship with a pro-pretorian command and promise for future consulship and land for Caesars veterans
Him, Pansa and Hirtius commanded against Antony
Had Caesar deified
Married to Antony’s stepdaughter Clodia but divorced her as a result of Fulvia’s meddling 

Octavia 
Octavian’s older sister
Presented herself as Antony’s wife until 32 BC when he formally divorced her
Cared for their children, including Fulvia’s and Antony’s and lived in secluded retirement

Servilia Caepionis
Caesar’s mistress – mother of Brutus, mother-in-law of Cassus, half-sister of Cato the Younger
Instrumental in establishing détente (ease of hostility) Caesarians and Republicans in the after math of Caesar’s assassination
Lepidus
Ally of Antony
Rome declared Antony and Lepidus public enemies
Octavian gave up his consulship eventually and left Lepidus and Antony land
Was left in Italy to take care of things
When the Triumvirs re-directed provinces Lepidus got nothing because he was suspected of conspiring with Sextus Pompeius
Eventually expelled from Triumvirate
Allegedly betrayed Octavian and take control of Sicily

Sextus (Pompeius)
Pompey’s surviving son who had been threatening Caesar’s governors in western Spain
Started shutting off grain supply from Rome because he controlled the seas
Threatened to starve Rome since he wasn’t included in the Peace of Brindisium – but then a negotiation took place
Lepidus controlled Sicily – eventually was defeated and expelled

Decimus Brutus
A conspirator in Caesar’s death?
Minor heir in his will – given Cisalpine Gaul by Caesar
Antony tried to expel him from Cisalpine Gaul once Rome was no longer a safe place for him – Brutus refused and so Antony besieged Mutina where his troops were garrisoned

Agrippa
An equestrian 
Octavian called on him to command a campaign against Sextus in Sicily
Octavian succeeded because Agrippa forces Sextus into battle on coastal waters
Also battled in Greece against Antony – seized islands and key points on coast of his supply line to Egypt
His victories with Octavian were greatly due to him

Maecenas
Another equestrian who helped Octavian
Aided in the Peace of Brundisium

Junius Brutus 
Caesar’s assassin (one of two) – was sent to Asia to look after importation of grain (better to not be in town for the funeral)
Called themselves the "liberators" or “tyrannicides” (tyrant slayers).  

(Gaius) Cassius
Other conspirator of Caesar’s death
Sent to east Asia to look after the importation of grain
Octavian and Antony declared war on him and Junius Brutus (fake reason was Caesar; real reason was to get their money)
Cassius fought Antony while Brutus fought Octavian, Cassius lost then killed himself when he heard of Brutus’ loss
Called themselves the "liberators" or “tyrannicides” (tyrant slayers).  

Hortensia
Daughter of Hortensius
Organized the protest in forum on dotal taxes, on the grounds that since women weren’t proscribed and aren’t politically involved, they shouldn’t be taxed
Men and women supported her
Triumvirs feared Hortensia because of her outspokenness and her popularity and backed down.  
Fulvia
Antony’s wife – did terrible things to Cicero’s corpse
Victim of Augustan historiography, which placed blame on Antony and Fulvia for the atrocities committed in the proscriptions 
Octavian barred her from Rome and sent her to Greece to be with Antony
Blamed her boldness on jealousy of Cleopatra – reportedly put on a sword and gave orders to Antony’s men
Allied herself with Lucius
Looked after Antony’s best interests
In the Persiune conflict she was defending Antony since he wasn’t in Italy – but Antony and Octavian claimed the reason for the battle was her anger towards Antony for his affair with Cleopatra

Lucius (Antonius)
Antony’s brother – him and Fulvia worked together and did a lot of anti-Octavian propaganda that scared people
Octavian then kicked Fulvia and Lucius out of Rome and barred them
He was sent to govern Spain
Thought that he had political partisans who were planning to overthrow Octavian

Livia 
Octavian’s wife (his third wife)
From a patrician (noble) Claudian family 
Her first husband divorced her for political restoration
Octavian was proscribed by the Triumvirs because of his role in the Perusine war and so they had to flee to Italy – but marrying Livia restored his political power in Rome
She had ambitions for her son, so the marriage was also advantageous for her
Statue grant was given to her – purposely to provide foil to Cleopatra since she was so modest

Proscriptions 
Triumvirs set proscriptions more brutal than Sulla’s
The excuse was Caesar’s murder, but the real reason was to take wealth and property to pay off veterans and grow troops
Supplemented them with heavy taxes on the wealthy Italian class
Dotal Tax 
A tax on dowries – imposed on wealthiest women of Rome
Hortensia was the ringleader as women protested

Siege of Mutina 43 BC
Rome became a dangerous place for Antony so tried to expel Decimus Brutus from Cisalpine Gaul, but he refused to leave (siege his legions and province)
Antony besieged Mutina where his troops were garrisoned, and Lepidus joined him as an ally
Senate then sent Pansa and Hirtius and young Octavian to defeat Antony (Pansa and Hirtius were killed but Antony was defeated)
Antony and Lepidus were declared public enemies of Rome by the senate
The senate took away Octavian’s consulship and promise for land for veterans
As a result, Octavian marched on Rome with ten legions and was given a consulship without an election – he raided the treasury, forced the senate to put up an equestrian statue of himself in the forum, using manipulation built up a power base

Philippics
Series of 14 speeches that Cicero gave in the senate condemning, criticizing, and mocking Antony and his family

Death of Cicero 43 BC
Victim of proscription – incurred wrath of Antony with his speeches in the Philippics
Corpse was desecrated by Fulvia

Battle of Philippi 42 BC:
Clash of the two largest Roman armies in history
“avenger”, Octavian and Antony declared war on Brutus and Cassius (Caesar’s assassins) – real reason was to get their money
Two engagements at Philippi (Brutus and Cassius’ headquarters)
Brutus against Octavian and Cassius against Antony
Cassius killed himself after a false report that Brutus had failed
A second engagement took place where Brutus committed suicide, bringing the war to a close
Antony then took over the Gaul eastern provinces and Octavian got Rome, Sardinia, Spain and Africa
The Roman empire was then perfectly set for Octavian to take control of the western half and Antony to take control of the eastern half

War of Perugia 41-40 BC (Perusine War) 
Octavian had to assign Italian land, but it was hard – but Italians were mad and became difficult to accommodate demand
Romans were upset because Sextus cut grain supply – there was a revolt in which Fulvia, and Lucius Antonius were the ring leaders and whipped up fear with anti-Octavian propaganda
Perusine Sling Bullets: projectiles made out of clay, stone, or lead (promoted vulgar propaganda on both sides) – inscriptions on them made fun of Octavian’s effeminacy, Fulvia’s promiscuity, and Lucius’ baldness

Battle of Naulochus (36 BC)
Triumvirs planned three-pronged attacks
Sextus was in Sicily while Agrippa was in Sardinia to expel Pompeian partisans
Octavian beat Sextus but because of Agrippa, afterwards they met on the coastal waters of Naulochus and Sextus was defeated and killed by a Pompeian partisan
Lepidus allegedly tried to betray Octavian and take over Sicily, so Octavian defeated him and banished him to an island in Naples

Battle of Actium (31 BC)
Octavian declared war on Cleopatra (had the support of the people and the senate – he made an oath of allegiance to Rome, Italian municipalities and all western provinces as propaganda)
Octavian stripped Antony of his imperium and consulship for the following year
Octavian made preparations then crossed to Greece
Antony and Cleopatra massed their troops, but were the underdog even though their troops were about the same size (strength), therefore decided their best chance was a naval battle
Agrippa and Antony fought a naval battle, and Agrippa and Octavian won (Agrippa did most of the work)
Antony and Cleopatra escaped and went back to Egypt
This battle was not the great battle it was made out to be – but the Augustan propaganda portrayed as the mother of all battles, the delivered the Roman peoples from generations of civil war and suffering 
Was decisive as it marked the end of The Republic and its symbolised a victory of the Romans over Egypt
Marked the ascendancy of Octavian to purple

Battle of Alexandria (30 BC)
Antony’s forces fell to Octavian
This is where the Romeo and Juliet shit happens between Antony and Cleopatra (misinformed that Cleopatra took her life, Antony killed himself and then Cleopatra killed herself)

Perusine Sling Bullets
Perusine Sling Bullets: projectiles made out of clay, stone, or lead (promoted vulgar propaganda on both sides)
Has insults written on them

Second Triumvirate 43 BC
Period between 44 and 31 BC
Political alliance between Antony, Octavian, and Lepidus 
Based on ambition, mutual distrust, and military strength (not friendship or respect)
Brought more power and recognition to Octavian
Appointed themselves triumviri with imperium for five years to legislate, command armies, chose magistrates and governors
Proscriptions- excuse was retribution for Caesars murder but real reason was necessity to gain wealth and property for veterans

Lex Titia 43 BC
Ratified the second Triumvirate – unlike the first 
By tribune Publius Titius
Bill in concilium plebis

Peace of Brundisium 40 BC
From a previous agreement Antony and Octavian were allowed to use Italy as a common recruiting ground but when Antony arrived in Brundisium he found that Octavian had closed it off to him
He got upset so besieged Brundisium and another civil war seemed imminent, but Antony backed off so the Peace of Brundisium was made
· Renewal of Triumvirate
· Africa goes back to Lepidus
· Italy still a common ground
· All the Gauls go to Octavian
· Blame the Perusine war on womanly boldness (Fulvia due to Antony’s affair with Cleopatra)
· East goes to Antony
The P.O.B was sealed with Antony’s marriage to Octavia (Octavian’s sister)

Treaty of Misenum 39 BC C
Sextus was insulted that he wasn’t in the P.O.B – so threatened to starve Rome by holding grain shipments in Sicily 
Octavian and Antony negotiated with him the Peace of Misenum 
· Gave Sextus Sicily, Corsica, Peloponnesos, and Sardinia but he had to curb piracy and supply Rome with grain

Conference (Peace) of Tarentum (37 BC)
Octavia urged for this – a conference was held at Tarentum and was a provision for
· Arms exchange between Antony and Octavian
· Renewal of the Triumvirate until 33 BC
· Invasion of Sicily to defeat and expel Sicily

Marriage of Octavian to Livia (38 BC)
Octavian divorced current wife to marry Livia 
Her children Drusus and Tiberius became Octavian’s stepchildren (she was pregnant with Drusus when they got married)
The marriage was politically strategic, but sources say it was also for love
Octavian forged many new socio-political alliances and patronage opportunities. 
The connection to the Claudians would soften and improve Octavian's image with the upper classes.  


Res Gestae (Divi Augusti)
An account in the form of a funerary inscription of Augustus’ achievements written by himself
Set up of several parts of the empire after his death
This helped show that the Augustus political past might be an issue

Statue Grant 35 BC 
Octavian gave the Statue Grant to Octavia and Livia which allowed them to erect public statues of themselves in the forum and sacrosanctity from the Tribune 
Octavian publically denounced Antony and highlighted his women as models of propriety
Provided justification for declaring war on Egypt 

Donation of Alexandria (34 BC)
Antony publicly announced the territories he was going to give to Cleopatra and her children
Gave them many territories of the Roman East
Antony declared Caesarion (son of Cleopatra and Caesar) Caesar’s legal heir
