6. Monetary approaches:
a. The Welfare measure looks at how much money does an individual have at his/her disposal and its measured at a household level also how much someone spends or consumes. 
b. The Poverty line divides de population into the poor and non-poor based on their welfare level. Absolute poverty line is based on the minimum consumption basket 
c. The poverty measures (FGF):
i. The headcount index: indicates what proportion of the population lives in poverty. Divides the number of people under the poverty line and the total population.
ii. The poverty gap index: provides and insight of how deep poverty is. Uses the monetary resources and its distance to the poverty line of every poor household 
iii. The poverty severity index gives an indication on how severe poverty is. It takes among the poor into account by giving them a greater weight to those who are further again from the poverty line. 
7. The headcount index is the poverty measure more intuitive and widely used
8. The poverty gap provides and insight on how deep poverty is. 
9. The severity poverty index can measure how severe poverty is.
10. IDH works with three dimensions: life expectancy (have a long and healthy life), basic education (being knowledgeable) and having a decent standard of living. (4 indicators: one for health, two for education and one for living standards)
11.  It is important for policy-making because it gives information about the living standards, education, health, life expectancy at birth an many other useful information to better the life of the society.
12.  The GNH index is a philosophy created and actively used by the government of Bhutan. It measures the collective happiness and well-being of the population. Its four pillars are:
a. Sustainable and equitable development
b. Environmental conservation
c. Preservation and promotion of culture
d. Good governance
Module 2
1. Food security dimensions: Food availability, economic and physical access to food, food utilization and stability over time. 
2. Wasting is a short-term inadequate food intake, an illness or infection. Whereas, stunting is a prolonged inadequate food intake, repeated illness and infection episodes and undernutrition.
