Sample Short Answer Questions  
Define and give an example (the example can be about where / when this occurred or its relevance to the study of economic, political, agricultural or urban geography) of the following concepts: 
1.                              First Agricultural Revolution commonly recognized as having been founded on the development of seed agriculture and the use of plow and draft animals. Seed agriculture arose about 10, 000 years ago. Southwest Asia, Greece, turkey, and part of Iran, central and south America, northern China, northeast India, and east Africa. Domestication of plants and animals allowed for the rise of settled ways of life. Villages were built, creating types of social, cultural, economic and political relationships that differed those that dominated hunter-gather societies. Had a revolutionary impact throughout the globe.
2.                              Primate city  dominate the country in economic activity, political influence. Are the national focal-point. are often, but not always, the capital cities of a country. Their sheer size and activity becomes a strong pull factor, bringing additional residents and causing the primate city to become even larger and more disproportional to smaller cities in the country. Paris, London, Mexico City, Bangkok 

3.                              Rank-size rule a statistical regularity in city-size distributions of countries and regions. The largest city in the country or region = n an has a relationship of 1/n
to the next most important cities
4.                              Unintended metropolis relates to rank-size rule. An unplanned and quickly developed area, with low infrastructure (slums) due to overpopulation in rural areas
5.                              Geopolitics the state’s power to control space or territory and shape international political relations. Reach and influence of states onto other states
(imperialism, colonialism, new world order) Originated with Friedrich Ratzel (1844-1904), a German geographer and biologist who was greatly influenced by the idea that Charles Darwin’s theories could also be applied to the social realm. The model portrays the state as behaving like a biological organism, with its growth and change seen as “natural” and inevitable. Became one of the cornerstones of political geography and state foreign policy more generally. Changes have occurred in Africa, Europe, and partially the former Soviet Union over the past 25 years. 
6.                              Exclusionary border designed to control the flow of people and resources across those boundaries. National boundaries can control the flow of immigrants or imported goods.
7.                              UrbanizationToday, the single most important aspect of world urbanization from a geographical perspective is the striking difference in trends and projections between the core regions and the peripheral regions. The physical form, and relationship of a city to its surrounding region or global dynamics, are based on the political, social and economic context in which they emerge and can change over time. Urbanization has been going on for thousands of years, but the rate, numbers, and impacts of urbanization today is unprecedented.

8.                              Nation and Nation-state a Nation is a group of people often sharing common elements of culture, such as religion or language, or a history or political identity. A Nation-state is an ideal form consisting of a homogenous group of people governed by their own state. States are independent political units and nations are groups of people sharing common elements of culture. Both a nation and nation-state share a cultural element with similar values of its people
9.                              Urbanism and Urbanization Urbanism are the ways of life, attitudes, values and patterns of behavior fostered by living in urban settings. Urbanization is the increase in the proportion of people living in urban area compared to rural areas. Both are related to the mass of people and their ideologies. Urbanism is a part of urbanization.
10.                          Colonial city and Gateway city Colonial cities are those that were deliberately established or developed by a colonial or imperial powers as administrative or commercial centres. Usually established or “planted” by colonial administrators in a location where no significant urban settlement had previously existed. As these cities grew, they added housing and commercial space for local people drawn by the opportunity to obtain jobs as servants, clerks, or porters. Ex. Ho Chi Minh (Saigon), Hong Kong, Jakarta, Manila. Gateway cities serve as a link between one country or region and other because of their physical situation. These control centres command entrance to, and exit from, their particular country or region. Ex. Rio de Janeiro grew on the basis of gold mining; Accra (Ghana) on cocoa; Buenos Aires on mutton, wool, and cereals. These cities grew into major population centres, they became important markets for imported European manufacturers, adding even more to their functions as gateway for international transport and trade. Both colonial and gateway cities have a European influence, as the settlers dominated the less urbanized regions and transformed these regions into places that would benefit the Europeans. 
11.                          Subsistence agriculture and Commercial agriculture 
[bookmark: _GoBack]12.                          Megacity and World City A small number of “world cities,” most of them located within the core regions of the world-system, occupy key roles in the organization of global economics and culture. Ex. of world cities, London, New York, and Tokyo. Megacities: very large cities characterized by high centrality within their national economy. Many of the megacities of the periphery are primate and exhibit a high degree of centrality within their urban systems. Both are cities with extreme masses of people and are influential cities.
13.                          De jure and de facto boundaries De Jure (in law) is formal, it’s created by governments- recognized internationally. Outline internationally recognized territory. Ex. A political map. De facto (in fact) is informal, it’s related to identity and daily use of a place (who lives there). Symbols of identity ex. Gateway to Chinatown in Vancouver: serves as an informal boundary to this neighbourhood. They are both boundaries

F.       Discuss the issue of regionalism and self-determination in an increasingly globalized world.  Refer to at least two regions with self-determination movements. attempts by subgroups to maintain their particular identity. Regionalism is a feeling of collective identity based on a population's politico-territorial identification with a state or across state boundaries. Self-determination is the right of a group with a distinctive politicoterritorial identity to determine its own destiny, at least in part, through the control of its own territory. As the world, becomes more globalized, regionalism and struggles for self-determination grow. People want to retain their own identity, not be subsumed by larger powers and states.
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
