HR of an E-commerce company Amazon reportedly used AI-enabled recruiting software that looks at candidates’ resumes and also make recommendations for hiring them. HR used this software for around 3 years. This software was later found to be more favourable towards male applicants because its model was trained on resumes submitted to Amazon over the past decade when many more male candidates were hired. This software ignored resumes which contain word “women” or “female” and implied that applicant was female, for rejection because they had attended a women’s college. Amazon has since abandoned this software. Now, they use a new software just to produce recommendations but not to evaluate candidates.
