Pagans and Christians II
· Temple of Serapis
· Hybrid god, blending of Osiris and Apis
· Sozomen
· When the bishop of Alexandria declared that a temple of Dionysus was to become a church, he tears down the statues, and removes and parades the cults sacred objects around the city.
· Due to this provocation, the pagans conspire and kill many Christians and seize a temple
· In this seized citadel, they forced Christians to sacrifice or be put to death
· Rulers petitioned the pagans to lay down their arms and leave the temple
· Local officials cannot calm the riots, so appeal to the emperor for support
· Emperor declares the slain Christians martyrs
· Emperor ordered destruction of temples, and this terrified the pagans into giving up the temple
· Overall Christianity win
· Hypatia of Alexandria
· 370-415
· Philosopher
· Neoplatonist
· Mathematician
· Specialty
· Astronomer
· Commentator
· Commented on many math and science works
· Not a lot of her work survives
· Sacking of Serapeum (391)
· Bishop not content with control over Serapeum, wants total control
· Armed gangs of Christians
· Answer to the Bishop
· Hypatia was lynched by one of these mobs
· Saint Catherine?
· Possibly canonized and taken over by Christianity after her death by Christians
· Synesius of Cyrene (Letter to Hypatia)
· Letter from a student of Hypatia
· Only know her through other’s accounts 
· Socrates Scholasticus (Church History)
· Notes that she is extremely excelled in her field
· Was greatly admired
· Caught in the middle in a power struggle with the bishop and Orestes
· Sides with Orestes
· Kidnapped, stripped, murdered, dismembered, and burned
· This murder was a massive political blunder for Cyril 
· Demascius (Life of Isidoruis)
· Was well versed in public speaking
· Was deeply involved in public affairs
· Was welcomed and respected by most Alexandrians
· Jerome
· Hieronymus
· 347-420
· Translator: Latin Vulgate
· Translated this book into Latin for churches to use
· Commentator
· Commented a lot on the books of the bible
· Monk/Ascetic
· Askesis: meaning training
· Organization of loose communities into set groups of monks
· Jerome tries to collect women to his communities in the desert
· Disparages women who are not part of his communities
· Wrote letters to aristocratic women, trying to convince them that this life is better
