Knowledge of Other People and Oneself 
· Naïve psychcommonsense level of understanding of other people and oneself 
· Two conceptsdesires and beliefs 
· Three propertiesrefer to invisible mental states concepts linked to each other in cause-effect relationships, develop early in life 
Infants’ Naïve Psychology 
· Prefer look at faces, imitate facial movements
· Prefer to watch human bodies 
· Imitating encourages people interact with them more
· Understanding intention, joint attention, inter subjectivity
Development Beyond Infancy 
Growth of theory of mind 
· Basic understanding of how mind works and how influences behaviour 
· At one year understand connection between desires of others and actions 
· Show little understanding beliefs influential 
· By 3 show understanding of relation between beliefs and actions
· Can’t understand relation between people’s beliefs and actions which is key in theory of mind
· False belief problemsanother person believes something to be true that child knows that is false 
Explaining the development of theory of mind 
· Nativist positionTOMM
· Hypothesized brain mechanism devoted to understanding other human beings 
· Exposed to typical environment TOMM matures over first five years producing sophisticated understanding of people’s minds 
· Support idea of TOMM comes from kids with autism 
· Missing band of tissue in brain stem 
· Empiricist stance and maintain psychological understanding arises from interactions with other people 
· Have siblings outperform those that don’t have in preschool 
· Appears likely when of different sex or older 
· Another group take empiricist stance but emphasize growth of general info processing skills 
The growth of play 
· Around 18 months pretend playmake-believe activities in which children create new symbolic relations 
· Often engage in object substitutionobject used as something else other than itself 
· Toddlers engage in sociodramatic playenact mini dramas with other kids or adults
· More complex and social     
· More sophisticated when playing with parent or older sibling 
· Can scaffold 
· Scaffolding during play provides children with chances for learning especially improve story telling skills 
· Elementary years play more complex and social 
· Rules that have to followed like sports for example 
· Engage greater in pretend play strongly related to understanding other people’s thinking 
· Consider various situations 
· Popular with peers
