List and give examples of elements of beginning conventional literacy development that were evident in the video. 
Examples of early conventional literacy development, Tomer is able to independently pay-attention to the texts of the book without any additional support from a literacy partner for a prolonged period. 
Tomer shows interest and engagement in text by reading the sentences word by word articulately. He doesn't skip through the book or show signs of boredom, rather he sits between his sister and father as if he wants to tell a story. 
Tomer shows in the beginning of the video that he is able to identify simple words with increasing skills and ease (sight words) such as “A” or “Not” in the sentence to help him finish the sentence. 
In terms of print awareness, Tomer is able to independently flip the pages on the book which shows signs of book handling skills 
Tomer also has a concept about print as he can read the text from left to right and up to bottom with ease. 
Tomer also shows reading comprehension as he’s familiar with the prints' order and the meaning behind the text and illustration. For example, there are moments where I can actually understand what he says such as "Not in a tree". Additionally, during times where Tomer hesitates with a word that's more advanced, he is able to predict what it means as he repeatedly continues saying "Not in ..." 
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
