Internalized racism- personal bias individual level – easiest to recognize-internalized oppression
Interpersonal racism- individual acting out internalized racism on others 
Institutional racism- systemic – racist policies in workplaces and institutions that maganalize people of colour
Structural racism- systemic

1. What is the significance of the phrase “aint I a woman” in sojourner truths speech?
( done the reading – understand the reading – explain the reading)

The phrase “aint I a woman” plays a large significance in Sojorner Truths speech. When she attends the womens conference in Ohio, she is largely disliked and many of the women there didn’t want her to speak in fear that the abolition cause would be mixed up with their own cause, referring to womens rights. When Truth continuously refers to “ aint I a woman” in her speech she is constantly comparing her experiences to those of the women present, how she was never lifted out of carriages and had arms of a field worker, she was telling the woman at the conference that even though she looked different and was treated different she was still a woman and that the title of the conference was a womens conference not a white womens conference. She then states her opinions towards to men in the room through negating their arguments as to why they believe men are superior to women and this showed how much everyone had to gain by including black women in the conversation because their different experiences were producers of knowledge to the fight towards equality and that is what Sojourner Truth was trying to convey to both the men and women present for her speech.



2. Discuss the role that racism played in defining womanhood for lee miracle 

For Lee Miracle, defining womanhood is hard because of the role racism played. She speaks at how because of her indigenous culture she was considered such a lesser being that she did not believe her cause was the same as the womens movement because of how she was seen to society. She talks about how until 1961 indiginous beings were considered property of the government and seen as children. She compares how she could never have felt sexualized because she was never seen as an object. On top of these issues, she felt alienated because of her lack of inclusion into the group of “women” because of racism degrating her humanity and creating such a large barrier of how she and indigenous women were treated in general, she felt her womanhood had a different definition and fight then those of white women.

3. How does Julia serrano define the gender binary and cissexism 

· Gender binary: roles are non-consensually assigned male or female categories at birth and given expectations beyond these beliefs.

· Cissexism: Synonym of transphobia – sexism towards those who identify as a gender to which they were not given. 


· cisgendered- self perception of gender matches that to which they were given at birth. 


4. Name and explain 2 examples of the ways that muslim feminists reclaim the hijab to fight the patriarchy according to pina sada

· French artists womens body aren’t or sale by painting hijabs over hypersexualized model images posted publically- making a statement that the hijab is not meant to solely protect from mens lust but to tell the world that their feminity is not for public consumtion and this is how they take control of it.

· Safra project – hijab is part of the womans culture and should not be forced to choose between one or the other referring to religion and lgbtq

sexism overlapping with islamophobia and racism 
don’t help with the entire range of issues because others are picking and choosing which issues they want to address, may address the sexism faced through genital mutilation, forcedmarriage etc but neglect to agknowledge the harrassement through islamaphoia, distrimination in the workplace and muslim womens rights in prison. This ignorance proves to ignore the issues others cause on muslim women and solely focus on the issues muslim men cause giving the impression that they are the only problem in the way. This sterotypes sexism to be a muslim problem when in reality everybody faces it as a problem but because of the scapegoating ad the oversensationalizing of honour crimes, femal genital mutilation etc it distracts from the rest of the sexist issues everyone is facing because they are not as “bad and aren’t worse than what muslim woen face” so over sensationalized as the ones muslim women face. Everyone believes that women should have the right to choose the way they dress but forcing muslim women to undress by the burquini ban is just as violating as to force them to over dress. This is reverse issue so it is uncommonly seen but it is still not allowing women to choose how they want to dress and assumes all women want to undress. Many feminists didn’t speak up to this argument because they assumed that because they wanted to undress everyone would and that by giving this ban to wear something it was just as oppressive as forcing one to have to wear it. Some women might not be forced and it may be by choice and now they do not have that freedom. Some of the issues people pick to care about. Because it dstracts from their own similar issues

The combination of marginalized identities can lead to various strands of oppression and because one part of a persons identity is in question and the others are not, the discrimination faced is so commonly disregarded. This combination effect of identity is the reason why intersectionality is so important to feminism because intersectionality embraces and respects all pieces of a persons identity. This is why I can understand that Chealsea Vowel writes “the goal is not to attain equality but rather to restore indigenous nationhood, which includes gender equality and respect for gender fluidity (2).” as one of many nations, their beliefs are being disregarded because there is a lack of respect towards the view of gender fluidity. Attaining equality  towards gender fluidity comes hand in hand with restoring their nationhood. In order to restore their nationhood there needs to hold a respect for gender fluidity. It is important to understand that there are many indigenous cultures and it is important not to group all of them together because to assume all practices amongst different cultures are the same is culturally oppressive. 











Body 2: -

Audre Lorde speaks that “  the masters tools will never dismantle the masters house’.
