Please submit your short essay in the Assignment section on Brightspace no later than May 18th at 11:59 p.m.
Your short essay must meet the following requirements:
-Times New Roman (12)
-Double spaced 
-Normal margins
-Introduction, development, conclusion 
-Cover page and references 
-Desired length (2-3 pages) – excluding cover page and references. You can exceed the page requirement by 10%.
-At least 3 external sources to support demonstration (readings from the syllabus or other peer-reviewed articles).
First, I want you to select a situation depicted in the news, for example a situation or an issue like the Bill C-16 (it is for illustration purposes only, please find another example). 
In a paragraph or two, please describe the situation/issue at hand. 
Next, present a few ideas/arguments that explain how this situation falls under the realm of queerness or why it is queer-related. In others words, tell me why this situation is either a form of resistance or either contributes to the denaturalization or the deconstruction of the sex/gender binary. You can also explain how it contributes to key concepts pertaining to queer theories. 
Demonstrate the queerness of the situation/issue by creating a dialogue between your ideas/arguments and external sources (with other theorists, for instance). 
Please also note that you can lose up to 10% if the quality of the language is inadequate. This is a bilingual University. Therefore, feel free to write the short essay in any of the two official languages.
