Peleus and Thetis 
-Parents of Achilles 
-Threw a megaparty with all the gods except for Discordia 
Discordia/Eris
-Goddess of Discord 
-Made a golden apple with the engraving “For the most beautiful” 
-Tossed the apple into the megaparty 
Paris 
-Prince of Troy 
-Shepherd 
-Asked by Hermes to be the judge of which goddess was the most beautiful 
-All the goddesses tried to bribe him 
-Juno, king of the world 
-Minerva, all the knowledge in the world (including warfare)
-Venus, the most beautiful person in the world 
-Chose Venus and got Helen of Sparta
Helen of Sparta/Troy 
-Queen of Sparta 
-Venus kidnapped her 
Mycenae 
-Spartan King 
-Cuck boy
Menelaus and Agamemnon 
-Greek brother kings 
-Assembled an armada of Greek forces
-10-year siege on Troy 
Trojan Horse
-Offering to Minerva
-Trojans wanted the goddess on their side 
-Brought the horse into Troy and the Greeks inside burned the city to the ground 
Aeneas 
-Trojan General 
-Said fuck this shit I’m out
-Took his son Ascanius (Iulus) and dipped 
-Landed in Italy after ten years 
Latinus 
-OG Mussolini
-Gives away his daughter Lavinia to Aeneas for helping him win a war 
Lavinium 
-Aeneas decided to start a new city 
-Named it after his wife 
Lavinia 
-Daughter of Latinus 
-Wife of Aeneas 
Ascanius 
-Son of Aeneas 
-Started his own city Alba Longa
Alba Longa 
-Founded by Ascanius 
-Had 14 generation of kings
-the 14th being Numitor 
Numitor 
-14th King of Alba Longa
-Had a younger twin brother named Amulius 
-Numitor cucked Amulius out of kingship
Amulius 
-Angry, evil brother of Numitor 
-Decided to murder his brother’s entire family and exile him
-Made Numitor’s daughter a vestal virgin
Rhea Silvia
-Daughter of Numitor 
-Made a vestal virgin
-Mars said imma hit that and got her pregnant 
-Gave birth to twin. Romulus and Remus 
Romulus 
-One of the twins conceived by Rhea Silvia 
-Was supposed to be drowned by the henchmen but he bitched out
-She-wolf, Lupa from Percy Jackson, came and suckled the twins
-Overthrows Amulius to avenge his father
-Wants to build city on Palatine 
-Yeets Remus for cursing his city 
Remus
-The other twin
-PB and Jealous of Romulus 
-Decided to curse Romulus’s city by entering the pomerium with hostile intent
-Got yeeted by Romulus to break the curse
Faustulus 
-Shepherd 
-Saw the she-wolf and the twins
-Adopted father of the twins
-Initially withheld the origin of the twins, eventually told them
Pomerium 
-To bless/protect a city
-White ox plows a boundary of the city before the walls are erect ;)
Fratricide 
-Killing one’s brother
-Romulus yeeting Remus for cursing his new city 

7 Hills of Rome 
- Palatine, Aventine, Capitoline, Quirinal, Viminial, Esquiline, Caelian
-The hills were good for growing crops (volcanic soil)
-Tiber provided a water supply and transportation 
-Natural trade route btw Etruscan and Greece via Tiber Island 
Early Rome
-Etruscan to the north
-Greece to the south
-Latin in the region 
-More Etruscan influence initially 
Rome the City 
-Walls were at the bottom of the wall, not the top like other hill forts 
-Rome was built 21 April 753
-Walls erected 750-725 BC
-550 BC Rome is now a complex city 
-Romans were really good at making sewers 
-This combined with diet, longer lifespans for Romans
Curia 
-Pre-senate
-Forum 
-Meeting hall/town hall 

Rape of Sabine 
-Romulus pretended to have a festival for the Sabine ppl
-Turned out to be a trick and all the women got taken 
Roman Sabine War
-Titus Tatius, Sabine King
-Wanted to get back at Romulus so he started a war 
-Women that got raped said no don’t kill yourself you’re too sexy ahaha
-They stopped the war
-All the relatives came to Rome as well
-Titty King ruled alongside Romulus 
-Titty King doesn’t count as a king because he’s Sabine 
-Titty King died before Romulus
7 Kings of Rome (8)
Numa Pompilius 2nd  (S)
  -Religious king of Rome 
Tullus Hostilius 3rd (L)
  -General, military king
Ancus Marcius 4th (S)
Lucius Tarquinius Priscus 5th (E)
Servius Tullius 6th (L)
  -Servius=Slave 
  -Freedman who served LTP 
  -Head caught on fire and his wife was like oh shit he’s special 
  -Took him in as his adopted son 
Lucius Tarquinius Superbus 7th 
  -Last king of Rome 
  -Superbus=Proud in Latin 
  -Grandson of LTP 

Sextus Tarquinius 
-Evil 
-Rapes a woman called Lucretia and she yeets herself 
-Exile Tarquinius Superbus and Sextus 
-No more kings 

Res Publica 
-Latin for state
Consul 
-2 legislators
-Made laws and fought wars 
-Veto power over the other 
-Elected new pair every year 
Voting 
-Patricians got to vote first and got more voting power 

Iuppiter Optimus Maximus 
-Dec 13 507 
-Jupiter, Juno and Minerva 
-Jupiter boosting his ego 
-Built on top of the Capitoline Hill 
-At the time the largest in the Mediterranean

Lars Porsenna 
-King of Clusium 
-Etruscan city 
-Veii and Tarquinii, other Etruscan allies 
-Tries to help Sextus Tarquinius win back his throne

Horatius Cocles 
-Roman hero 
-Held off the Etruscan at the Tiber bridge for the Romans to retreat 

Mucius Scaevola 
-Plans to kill the Etruscan king 
-Kills the scribe instead 
-Gets captured 
-He’s a badass so he burns off his right hand
-Etruscans were like oh shit we need to let him go and dip 

Expansion of Territories 
-Southern expansion into Latinia 
-Latins said nah and started the Latin League to fight the Romans
-496 BC Battle of Lake Regillus 
-Severe losses on both side
-Aequi and Volsci, neighbouring tribes thought it would be a good idea to try to take them over 
-Romans and Latin League said why are we fighting and saw working together was better 
Treaty btw Rome and Latin League 
-493 BC
-Army would fight together to defend against foreigners
-Eternal peace
-Spilt rewards of conquest
Conubium 
-Right of intermarriage 
Commercium 
-Right to free trade 
-Legal protection in all allied cities 
Migratio 
-Right to become citizen of another city by permanently there

Decemviri 
-Board of 10 elected officials
-Codifying and formulation of law 
-451-450 BC

Appius Claudius
-Power hungry Decemviri 
-Wanted Virginia as her sex slave 
-Virginus, her father, killed her in mercy 
-Appius overthrown after that 
-Kills himself unlike Epstein 

Defeat of Veii 
-396 BC
-10-year siege 
-Etruscan rival city 
-Double Rome’s territory 
-Undisputed power in central Italy

Fall of Rome V.1
Cisalpine 
-Transalpine 
-Gallic people 
-Northern Italy 
-5 Tribes 
Senones
-One of the tribes 
-Fight through Etruria 
-Battled with Roman and Latins

Battle of Allia 
-390 BC
-Romans lose 
-Retreated to Capitoline hill with all their loot
-7 month siege 
-Senonans finessed the Roman out of 1000lbs of gold 
-Brennus 
  -King that threw his sword on the balance to finesse more gold 
  -Essentially told the Romans tough shit (Vae Vicits)

Servian Wall 
-378 BC
-10 km long, 4m thick and 10m tall 
-358 BC
-Rome was all fine and dandy 
-Completely recovered and restored treaty with Latin League 
-Expand territories
-More wars 
-Expanded into Sabinum territories 
-4x the territories and 2x the population 
-Hella colonies 
-Spreading Roman ideals 
-Rome becomes capital of Central Italy 

Latin League Revolt 
-Revolted at the Bay of Naples
-Defeated in 340 BC
-Latin League collapses in 338 BC

Civitas Optimo Iure 
-Full citizenship 
-Mandatory military service
-Granted land and enrolled in 1/35 voting tribes 
-Full political, legislative and judicial rights of a Roman citizen 
  -Can run for office, vote for laws and covered by Roman laws 
  -Have to pay tax
-Previous Latin allies were made into full Roman citizens 
  -Usually just ppl in power 
Civitates Sine Suffragio 
-Citizenship w/o voting rights 
-Half citizenship 
-Still have to fulfill all Roman duties 
-Free trade and intermarriage
-No right to migratio 
[bookmark: _GoBack]-Still receive a share of the bounty in the Army 
Civitates Foederatae
-Allied cities 
-Provided half of the Roman army 
-No taxes or tributes 
-Retains independence 
Latin Allies 
  -Unilateral treaty with Rome 
  -Not actually Latin 
Free Allies 
  -No right to conubium and commercium 
  -Still had to provide the troops

War with the Samnites 
-3 Samnites wars 
-343-290 BC
-Rome vastly increased their territory 

Via Appia 
-312 BC 
-Latin for highway 
-South to Capua 
-Built and paid for by one guy 
  -Appius Caludius Caecus 
  -He was blind 
-Via Valeria 
  -East to Corfinium 
  -Built by Valerius 

Aqua Appia 
-First aqueduct 
-Built by Appius
