	Learning Goals:


· Demonstrating what a geographical approach entails
· Compare and contrast a geographical lens of the world to other disciplinary lenses
· Apply a geographical approach to interpreting a historical event 
· Justify the relationship between a geographical approach to the local and the global
· Discuss the difference between geographical place and space
· Examine the meaning of these four concepts as geographical constructs 
· Assess the role of individual and group tasks in weekly activities
· Debate personal geographical learning with peers
· Critique geographical processes through the use of case studies
· Sketch criteria required for successful geographical learning
· Apply criteria to self-assessment

	Course Meeting Times and Course Structure:


Geography 122 will have four different meetings each week:

Monday 3-4	Case study lecture.  This meeting will be a lecture with the entire class and will focus on a case study on the week’s theme.  In class assignments will take place on a weekly basis.

Monday 4-5	‘Flipped classroom’ lecture and discussion using clickers.  This meeting will be a lecture with the entire class.  Prior to the lecture you will be expected to watch a short video (7-10 minutes) identifying and outlining the key concepts for the week.  You will be expected to complete a number of questions and discussions points using your clicker, based on the video, during the formal lecture time.  

Wednesday 9-10,10-11, 12-1, 1-2pm	
Group project class.  This meeting will occur in small groups and the focus will be on group work and the development of an independent end of term project. During the first and second weeks of term you will be divided into small groups of 3 students and asked to select one of the weekly themes. From week three onwards, you and your group will conduct research on your selected topics during the class time, facilitated by resources (websites, podcasts, discussions, bibliographies) and guidance from the instructor and Teaching Assistant. You will also be required to complete smaller tasks over the course of the term in addition to the final project. A list of these steps of the project are listed in the section on ‘Grades’.

	Assignment details:


	
	Attendance and participation:  You are required to attend all of your courses every week.  It is not acceptable to miss a class just because you have a test or an assignment due that day.    If you are sick or have some other legitimate reason to miss a course, you must provide written documentation for your absence.  This means that you should go to the student health center when you are sick so as to obtain a note.  We will be keeping attendance on a weekly basis.  

Learning journal: You will continue to keep a journal in GEOG 122, but we will use a slightly different format for this term.  We will not be posting reading questions to the Connect site for 122.  Instead, your journal will now require you to do two things each week:
· You must write three questions you have about the reading.  These should be questions that you would want to talk about with your classmates in your discussion groups and should clearly indicate that you have done the reading.  These questions could be direct questions about a specific argument in the reading or questions about more general concepts that come up in the text.  A successful question is one that could stimulate a conversation with your classmates, teaching assistants, and instructors.  Think of yourself as taking the role of instructor.  An unsuccessful question would be something like “I don’t know what this article is about, do you?”
· You must also write roughly 150 words about how the reading connects to things you have learned during the lecture and activities class meetings.  This portion of the journal will be similar to what you did for GEOG 121, but the content of the writing will focus more specifically on how the reading relates to your other class meetings. There must be Critique of content: Evidence that you have critically engaged with the article and can apply the content to your lecture and case study activities; and Clarity of expression: Evidence that you have articulated your arguments and opinions on the article in a structured and coherent way. 
· You will be graded on 3 of the 12 weeks and these will be decided as the term progresses without any prior indication so you MUST complete ALL 13 weeks entries. 

Clicker questions:  During the second lecture on Monday, You will be expected to complete a number of questions and discussions points using your clicker, based on the video, during the formal lecture time.  

Minute papers:  At the end of the first Monday lecture, we will ask you to write very short ‘minute papers’ with a partner that reflect on an issue covered in class that day. You and your partner will receive 5 minutes in which to complete this task, and these will be collected and graded each week.

Fieldtrip. You are expected to take part in one fieldtrip during the term, which is in week 10. These are directly relevant to your Geographical education and therefore your full participation sand engagement is required. You are required to complete the activities on connect prior to going on the field trip. This can be done on your own and does not require your group.
· The field trip in week 10 will be exploring Vancouver as a sustainable city. Details of where and when to meet will be given to you in your discussion class. You must complete the worksheet provided prior to your discussion class on Thursday, and this worksheet should be submitted through Connect. The completion of this worksheet contributes towards 5% of your total grade.

	Each student submits an individual paper on the research topic and a short reflection piece on working in a group and the different activities prepared




Individual Research Paper and Reflection. Grades will be received for the group work carried out throughout the term on the research project. You must also complete an individual component for the research project in order to pass the course. The paper, submitted in week 12, should include:
· A short literature review on your topic based on the research your group conducted (300 words).
· A critical analysis of the topic you selected based on your group research (500 words).
· A short reflection piece on the experience of doing research in a group (200 words).
If your paper contains maps or diagrams, label them clearly and refer to them in the text. Please carefully read and become familiar with UBC’s policies on plagiarism (http://learningcommons.ubc.ca/resource-guides/avoiding-plagiarism/), as any paper regarded as not meeting the standards may be heavily penalized or rejected. 
A basic format for your final paper submission must be observed. They should comprise (a) a cover page, including title, name and email address; (b) 3-4 pages of double-spaced (1000 words); (c) up to 2 pages of supporting material, such as maps, tables, graphs, images; and (d) a one-page bibliography listing works that you cite or which proved helpful in your research, in Harvard format.
· Submission:  Along with your final research paper and reflection you must submit a TurnItIn report. You have used this already in your LLED 200 classes and it is now a required step in your Geography assignments. If you have not created an account in TurnItIn please do so immediately.  You can find instructions on Connect on how to create an alias account. Note: it is only required for the final paper. After you submit your paper to Connect in the usual way, you are required to then submit it to TurnItIn (do this immediately, since you have to send your analysis report to your instructor within 36 hours of the due date for the paper). Failure to send your TurnItIn results to your instructor within this time frame will result in the same late penalties as for other late assignments.


	Final exam


This exam will occur during the exam period in April and will be conducted under exam conditions. The exam will be two hours in length. The exam will be composed of 30 multiple-choice questions, two short answer questions and one longer question.
    


	Late Policy:


Any assignment submitted late will result in a 5% penalty for the first 48 hours and then 10% for each of the 24 hours after that. This late penalty applies to all assignments including the weekly journal reflections.

	Reading and Learning Responsibility:



· Ongoing reading and maintenance of the learning journal is an essential component of this class. The classes will assume some familiarity with the assigned readings, and exams will evaluate your understanding of the classes and the readings.
· Attendance at classes and discussion groups is required unless discussed with instructor or PDF.
· Weekly lecture slides will be available on connect but these do not replace attending the lecture and are simply provided as a guide. The slides will be removed prior to the next weekly lecture.
· You may use your laptop and tablets in class for learning purposes only. Please do not dispute the learning of others by engaging in non-class related activities. 
· During group activities you are asked to cooperate and engage with your classmates as the work you produce affects all the group’s grades.
· If you miss the April exam you must apply though the Registrars office to write a make-up exam, and you will be required to provide medical certificates or supporting documentation.


	Office hours and emailing your instructor:
