[bookmark: _GoBack]The graph demonstrates the changes in food spending trends between 2015 to 2015. It shows three types  of food shopping such as online food shopping, in-store food shopping and eating out. In vertical axis, we can see how much money we spent and the horizontal axis shows how it changed over the years. In-store food shopping remained quite steady from 2005 to 2013 and then dramatically fell from 2013 2015 between 120 dollars and 80 dollars per week. While eating out gradually increased between 2005 t0 2015 from 40 dollars to 80 dollars. On the other hand, buying food online steadily increased from 100 dollars to 120 dollars per week from 2005 to 2011 and began to increase after 2011to till 2015 from 120 dollars to 160 dollars. Overall, the graph shows that the online food shopping and eating out started to increase while in store shopping continued to decrease and less popular.
