Your argument will follow this structure:

Paragraph One: Discuss how fields of study dealing with less tangible human goods, like art and literature, are connected to this growing concern with injustice.   

Paragraph Two: Explain how awareness of social justice issues affects discussions of science and medicine.

Include correct in-text citations using either MLA or APA style. At the end of your paper, include a formatted Works Cited or References page, as appropriate. 
The essay will be graded on the following criteria:

1 mark: clarity and coherence of argument and organization
1 mark: effective use of referenced material
2 marks: correct documentation
1 mark: Style and mechanics
