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Population
· The indigenous population was about 100 million people (including North America)
· Huge population in Mexico
· The population in Europe is 50 million
· First major population is the Aztec population in Mexico in Tecnochtitlan.
· This area had lots of water and islands
· The Spanish drained away the water once they arrived
· This land became very productive for agriculture due to all the water
· The Aztecs were able to conquer other societies
· Aztecs were very violent 
· Montexuma was the emperor at the time Cortes arrived
· Cortes defeated him with 600 men 
· The Mayan was the second civilization
· Did have contact with the Aztecs
· Much more decentralized
· Had already started to diminish when the conquest started
· The Inca empire was the third main civilization
· Situated in the Andes
Common Factors:
· Political and economical diversity
· Mayan, Aztec and Incan empires – high degree of political hierarchy, centralized poltical systems
· Communal land ownership
· Locally oriented production
· Tributary systems transferred products from one area to another 
· They didn’t develop gun powder or iron
How did spain and Portugal establish dominance over the huge area and population so quickly?
· Fell victim to the foreign diseases brought over by the Europeans
· Honed their fighting and tactical skills many years ago
· Established Christianity across the area in order to exert power and rule 
· They often thought that the white men were gods
· In Aztec religion, it was said that at the same time Cortes arrived, a God was suppose to return and reclaim the throne
· Tlaxcallans made a deal with the Spaniards as they didn’t like the Aztecs
· The Spanish had better technology with gunpowder and steel and iron weapons.

· Division between peninsulares (born in Spain) and criollos (of completely white extraction but born in the New World
· Creoles were excluded from important roles. Spanish-born replaced them and appointed by Ferdinand
· Both Portugal and Spain started off by giving lots of control to the Criollos but it was slowly taken away to make the crown more powerful
· However they were not really successful as the leaders adopted the motto obey but do not comply
· Did what served themselves best
· They still maintained lots of power
· Economics: Mercantilism
· Tight central control over the colonial economy by Spain
· Industrialization was not wanted because the colonies would not have to rely on Spain and Portugal for merchandise
· And Spain would no longer receive natural resources
· Trade between the colonies was prevented and only 4 ports were allowed to engaged in commerce
· Created a pattern of dependency 
· Encourage export and discourage imports
· Agriculture Systems
· Power and health were tied to land ownership
· The indigenous population suffered and resulted in a decreased labour force
· Forced the remainder into labour
· In marginal areas, the indigenous kept their land ownership and leaders
· Latifundio- export
· Minifundio-subsistence

· 1542 Indian slavery was abolished but continued for African slaves

Haiti Indepedence
First country
Slaves rebelled and the rest of the colonies hard about it
The Spanish colonies saw this as an inspiration for revolution
· Aftermath of Independence
· Main features of independent governments
· Frustrated dreams of Latin America unity (Bolivar)
· Civil wars
· Led to financial debt 
· Mines had been exhausted
· Came to rely on financial aid
· Republican forms of government (except initially in Brazil)
· Conservative nature of new regimes
· Basis laid for nation-building strategies

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From Liberalism to Neo-Liberalism
Early 19th Century
No interaction with the international economy
Effects of the Civil Wars were one of the reasons (ruined infrastructure, work force, etc)
British had control of much of Europe- biggest actor
Stage One- 1880-1900- Rise of Liberalism
Rise liberalism
Rise of United States
There was an expansion for raw materials 
Industrialization was growing in Europe but domestic materials were not enough to sustain
Needed more exports- this is where Latin America comes in
Start to see enclaves- when companies set up enclaves in Countries by buying all the land 
The financial sector is expanding- London invests a lot into Latin American countries 
Set up trains
Stage Two- 1900-1930
New phase of industrial development
Textile plants are improving
Immigration from Europe increased
Stage Three 1930-1960s
Depression starts in Europe and States
Because of the depression, Latin American exports were not being bought (coffee, sugar, cocoa) because they were not staples but extras that aren’t really needed
Not getting industrial goods in L.A because of WWII- goods were being made for the war
Exports declined by almost half.
Breton Woods system develops- international institutions are made
Gold Standard was developed
Latin American small countries were taken over by small authoritarian leaders
The people are exploited
Any progressive movement were wiped out
Ex. Somoza in El Salvador
Some LA countries were able to transition into an economy called (Import Substituting Industrialization)
Instead of importing goods you make them yourselves
Shift away from liberal doctrine to state lead industrialization
Industrialized goods have prices that rise more than staples/agricultural goods. 
So many countries can produce agriculture
It costs more to make manufactured goods
Agriculture goods are more volatile
They aren’t as many surpluses in manufactured goods
Stage 4
International System- new international division of labour
Industries never became very efficient
Latin American Economic Development- stagnation of ISI 
Shift away from classic liberalism and doctrine of comparative advantage
Stage 5
Debt Crisis- Mexico announced that it would no longer survived its debt- other major Latin American debtors followed

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Perionism
· Emerged in 1930 in Argentina
· Coup d’Etat by military supported by the right wing oligarchy 
· Said democracy was a problem and the root of unrest
· Infuenced by anti-democratic ideas of Europe
· Wanted a centralized government
· 1943- new coup d’etat; Peron recognized the political power of the working class
· Appealed to them to project himself to power
· He was appointed labour minister during the coup and increased wages (this was a way he appealed to the working class people)
· He won the elections in 1946
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· 
· Central America was unable to to transition from Oligarchy/Caudillismo until after the 1970
· Policy decisions are made by a msall gourp of high ranking officers and civilian technocrats
· New professionalism of armed forces- become very sophisticated and take control
· Autonomous state
· High levels of brutality and oppression
· Argentina
· Target was  peronism
Wanted to get rid of all evils in Argentina
Shut down congress, and placed some businesses under military control 
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· Many women rose through the ranks of politics because they are associated with a reveered man. 
· Women tend to bring issues that associated with the private sphere into the private sphere. 
· Gender refers to the ideological and material relations between men and women as they are constructed socially. Gender is not given biologically, as a direct result of sexual characteristic but is constructed in different ways in different places and times, as the result of long-term social and cultural practices.
