HISTORY
· Forests have been managed for thousands of years
· Written in letters of Caesar
· Aboriginal management 
· We are heavily influenced by European management 
· China, Japan and Korea at similar time

MEDIEVAL TIMES:
· Overcutting and clearing for agriculture 
· Management for wildlife 

EUROPEAN NAVAL WARFARE:
· Strategic supply of wood essential (1700s and 1800s)
· Crown claims all large white pine in American colonies for ship masts

RAILROADS IN 1800s:
· Major North American impact
· Condition of BC joining Confederation was extension of railroad to Vancouver
· Forestland given to railroad companies
· Particularly in the US
· Concern of timber famine 

NORTH AMERICAN CONSERVATION MOVEMENT: 
· Early 1990s
· Gifford Pinchot leader 
· Responsible for creation of US Forest Service 
· Main concern was water quality

LAND TENURE:
· In Canada most forestland is public
· Crown land
· Provincial, not federal
· In the US most forest land is private
· European countries follow a variety of mixtures

WAR IN THE WOODS:
· 1990s 
· Great Bear Rainforest
· Ecosystem based management

· Third party verification 
· Sustainable forest management 

CHANGING PARADIGMS:
· Single objective
· Multiple use
· Multi-objective

Systems Theory – the optimal solution for the system is never the sum of the optimal solutions for the subsystems. The optimal solution for the forest is never the sum of the optimal solutions of the stands. 

LINEAR PROGRAMMING:
· Became major driver of forest management in the 70s 
· Single objective with constraints 
· Optimization 

PLANNING IN TIME AND SPACE:
· GIS (Geographic Information System) has become the new driver
· GPS (Global Positioning System) is the major tool

· Community based decision making 
· Quincy library group in 1980s 
· Healthy Forests – Healthy Communities initiative 
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
