2 legal systems in Canada

1st legal system deals with common law

When we talk about common law, it is the British law system that finds its origins through the courts.  The court decisions find its origins there.  Consequently, these court decisions bring out precedence, which means that we need to make sure our system follows previous court decisions in order to foresee how we resolve future conflicts.  This means that we need to make sure that we understand how the previous courts have decided in issues to forecast how future issues will be decided.

That being said, the facts of a present case will be different than the facts of an older case so we then might be doing distinguishing between the differing facts of these cases.  If there is the same application of the principles then the decision will be the same.

The role of a judge is very well understood in that he will be more an activist in the actual development of the law in the common law system.  

An example of this is that if the Supreme Court recognized the notion of having several spouses if religion permits it then should we have the right to marry several individuals.  The legal issues are life insurance for example, who gets what?  Who gets custody of child?

Second system is the civil law
Its finds it origin in the French legal system.  The obligation and rights are spelled out in a document. If the document provides those rights and freedom, then that is what the judge is going to apply.  The judge is not doing the interpretation of the law but more applying of the law.  The judge is limited by what legislation spells out.

Both systems are good and both are present in Canada, we have both systems.

Latin America has only civil law.

Key eco societies that we do business with like India, USA all use both common law and civil law.

By having two systems we cover about ¾ of the planet.  This is important because there is a certain predictability of events; we know what to look for.  Because, when we start going to other systems, there are religious components.  In outers, we don’t incorporate religion into our system; the norms are OBJECTIVELY spelled out.  This doesn’t happen when religion gets involved.  Then the problem becomes on which grounds are we laying down the law.


Example, what is the age that people can make the decision that they want to donate their body for science?   How young can you be to decide where the body goes when you die?

Judges have a power called equity they can bring something called fairness into the legal system.  This is part of the common law system, where they try to find remedies where there weren’t any before, because there wasn’t the opportunity to create them.

There are two systems so, which one is better?

Civil law is good because laws are spelled out
Common law is good because it allows the judges to use equity to create special rulings for special circumstances.



Charter of Rights and the court system.
Our legal system is greatly affected by the charter of rights and freedoms.  It is part of the constitution of Canada.  This means that this is the supreme law of the land.  It is the fundamental values that we share as Canadians.  The values we have define us.  Consequently this means that we have changes in the charter in the last 30 years because we have seen things differently.

The charter of rights deals with individual rights, this mean that the individual will invoke those rights.  It’s for each one of us to have the freedom of expression.  

Ex.  This 16-minute film, should it still be made available on YouTube?  Google is saying that it will only be removed in countries that do not have freedom of speech, because it is freedom of expression and therefore cannot be touched.  
The movie of the dictator and stuff has been mentioned again.  This issue will come up so look at it and the notes carefully.  Where is the line?  For example, Jesus giving out his body of Christ as pizza, versus Jesus being a pedophile.  Where is the line?  We need the Supreme Court to set the line to give us benchmarks from which to make decisions on relevant issues.  Watch it maybe?  Look at it.  

The charter of rights imposes changes on our society, forces us to follow alternative actions identifiable groups of individuals that did no enjoy the same benefits of the law or the rights.  For example, people in wheelchairs need to have access to the benches in a classroom, so now you can see spaces in the benches for wheelchair people to use.  

The law tries to use affirmative action so that other groups of people can enjoy the same rights and freedoms as other people.

Breakdown of charter

1st section of freedoms
[bookmark: _GoBack]1st freedom, conscience and religion:  what we think is right and wrong and about god and how god will intervene.  Their choice of who is a god.  No one has the right answer in terms of religion, and no religion supersedes the other.  We believe that there is supremacy of god.  That god is supreme, who created the world.   We all have the notion of what we think is right and wrong.  We believe that god created the world, and you have to specify who he is and how he built the world

2. The freedom of association.  We can associate in a group.  We can all share the same belief or union

3. Freedom of expression.  The fact that we can say what we think, what our views are.  But freedom of expression is limited to the impact it has or harm it inflicts on a person.  
Example, the queen is naked on a beach this harms her image because she is the leader of a group.  
The problem is that you cannot deliberately attack someone.  For example you can say, your going to be the queen, keep your shirt on.  You cannot insult her and attack her integrity.
Example, cartoon in the sun, lusien bushard, lost his leg due to his disease.  You see him in the cartoon, shot dragging his wooden leg, with a beaver chewing on it and a Canadian flag on the beaver.    You can make the cartoon but can you laugh at him like that?  The vote was 50.1 and 49.9; it was a battle for him. The joke is fine but is it attacking him or not?  Lucien decided to not comment and just forget about it.  

Set of rights

We have democratic rights: we have to have a right to vote.  Only Canadian citizens have a right to vote.  Note 3000 Canadians lost their citizenship, and apparently another 7000 are losing their citizenship.  

Next series is guaranteed rights:  what does this mean it means we have rights that are there to protect us against the abuse of the state.  The state may sometimes abuse its powers.  

Whenever an incident occurs that terrorizes people, the people will grant the state more power to invade privacy.  

Example is that a bus was hijacked 20 years ago, and brought it parliament hill.  Now, as a result, you cannot bring your car on the hill.  You have to park outside and walk.  The privilege and freedom is lost.  The same goes for airports.  
Each time there is an event; the state makes sure that there is a new legislation drafted very quickly to change things because the incident gives the state legal authority.  Therefore guaranteed rights are necessary to make sure that fundamental rights and freedom are guaranteed for citizens because the state gains more power with incidents and this makes sure that it doesn’t abuse its power.
These rights limit the intrusion of the state.  

Story time.  2 years ago, prof was doing conference in Orlando.  He was supposed to receive award in Toronto, so he had to come back for award and go back to conference in Orlando.  On the actual boarding card, they put four-dollar figure, this means he’s going in the plastic bubble.  It is a chamber of plexy glass.  It’s called the bubble.  Your locked into this bubble.  Suddenly these people come out one is armed and the other says they need to check you.  After this has happened you have the right to request, for the rest of your flights, you can request first class in air Canada.  That’s awesome. 

Last series is linguistic rights: dealing with two official languages.  Everyone speaks either English or French; people don’t speak grandma or grandpas language.  There is no discrimination in the state if you can speak the two official languages.
