
Masinaina appear to be very much individualist they carried their religion very lightly 
· Misanina city disappeared most places in main land it appears to be disappeared – where it survived it changed drastically  - it was a lost culture
When Greece emerged from the dark ages – 
· in the 6th century BC they have cities but they are very different from the misasinas and the east cities
· The Greek city called it polis – we really don’t know how it developed 
Polis:
· Was a small town on a hill or a valley with little but sufficient land to support its population 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]It was relatively small – the community that it represented it was very close nit – due to a defensive side of protection 
· Samos was a medium size city state 
· Athens controlled 1000 square miles 
· Sparta was huge 3500 miles is what they controlled 
· Every polis had a fortified site just as the misanian sites 
· Polis was always ready to defend it self- all adult males were expected to serve in war if necessary 
· The adult male population expected to be military 
· Athenes, Thebes, coring-  large cities 
· Could be oligarcy, democracy,

Preferred characteristics of a polis: Aristotle 
· Function for happiness and security of population 
· Large enough that it could defend it self small enough that it could be controlled without police force 
· The government machinery of the polis was centered on the town – often not always the name of the town was named the geographical state
1) in a Greek city state polis – public life was outside ( if you have an assembly- it would be outside in a large area called – agora) the adult males spent most of their time outside – including evening with their fellow males – sharp distinction that women always stated inside the house- the exclusive nature of the Greek houses shows this has they have limited windows facing the street
· for a male the family he represented it became very important- it became a matter of pride for male to be in politics and war 
· in the Greek city the male became individual and entered their own reputation – they would have a very high attachment to their city than to their country 
· there is resistant to imperialism there is very little ability to combine in the face of threat – due to local attachments 
· due to this Greek find it very difficult to combine together to fight other threats – even to protect Greece as a whole 
· it has been suggested that the city state developed in the east rather than 

Greece – 
· the majority of the greek world – all adapted the polis organization 
· another characteristic of the polis is that it was organized in tribes – Aeolic, ionic, doric – these were the dialects that were spoken 
· Athenian army was organized due to three tribes 
· Land was held by the family – in the early classical period it could be alienated – if the family died out the land was given to the clan 
· number of families make a clan – clans make a tribe – tribe makes polis 
· genos 
· Hetaera 
· Trittys 
· Citizenship depended on you being registered as a legitimate member of a family and a clan – offspring of a legitimate child of 2 legitimate citizens 
· The dowry returned with the wife if something didn’t work out – the wife can be taken back 

Citizenship was exclusive guarded – 
· 1) development and spread of the alphabet 
· 2) development 
· 3) colonization 

Alphabet:

· keeping records the first reason for developing writing 
· the usage was very limited – the number of people who could use these scripts were very small 
· the scripts them selves were very clumsy 
· 1st type of script hieroglyphic (drawings of what you wanted to tell)   2nd syllabic –  learning all of this stuff requires a huge commitment 
· Greeks thought their alphabet to the east 
· Cadmus first bought the alphabet to the east 
· Alphabetic took over hieroglyphic all of the signs in the greek alphabet came form finishin sings and their sings came from Egyptian hierophlyhic – 
· The greek alphabet was developed by merchants who were trading with Palestine
· It was written right to left 
· Because of its ease of use it started to be used for communication 
· It only has normally 26 signs also between 22 – 30 
· If you can learn to right you can learn to communicate 
· The developed habit of challenging and developing ideas 
·  The only real drag to the development of the spread of writing was the development of technology
· the Greeks developed a pen 
· Technology writing, agriculture became very important and the knowledge of these things could spread 
· the Greeks were able to challenge the grip of the priest hood had on the society 
· secularization one of the great developments of greeks 

coinage:

· trade was expanding 
· artifacts of Egypt black sea and places of the east all turn up here 
· as the cities grew trade became necessary not only to provide goods – but also to supply food for the increasing population 
· one of the great areas of food was north of the black sea- the natives there were willing to sell or trade 
· one of the problems when trade gets beyond a certain level – there’s a limit to what you can do for large scale routine trade 
· someone may not want what you want in trade of what they have 
· attempts have been made to make medium for trade – lumps of iron, preious metal – you need to establish the inherent value of something – this started in the kingdom of Lidia – it was a trade path 
· what the kingdom of Lidia did was took electrum and put a stamp on it guaranteeing the purity of the metal – one of the steps to coinage- guarantees the purity not the weight 
· it spread very quickly 
· it was so successful that it spread through the Greek world and the finish and the Palestinian cities 
· as trade progressed the smaller cities dropped out and accepted the coinage of the bigger cities 
· the use of coinage meant you would increase the amount of trade enormously 
· the amount of trade enormously 

Colonization:
· greeks found places where to get food for good prices
· and they sent off their population 
· Greeks had 3 colony times 
Apoikia (home away from home – greek term of colony) was very important – 
· The knowledge of the sea never died out it was still there 
· They started to set out apoikia in interests to them where they can find resources that was beneficial to them 
· Colonies were set out in areas where the cities thought they had strategic interests 
· Only on of the large cities that set out many colonies 
· Basically what happens was you would a leader of the colony – it was decided where it was sending to the colony- volunteers sought if not enough individuals were selected to go – not just males families as well – they were given a charter they were given basic tools – they were told not to come – if they came back they were told to be that they were going to be killed 
· When they established them self as colony they were expected to contact to the mother city – and act as a colony under that city 
· In many cases the colony kept in contact the with the mother city 
· Almost all colonies at this time were at the coast 
· When they were established they would copy the mother city and have nothing to do with the natives 
· North shore of the black sea there it was interactions with the natives – their relations with the natives were very strong and developed a hybrid civilization 
· The wave of colonization expanded the route of goods 
· Grain ships brought many other things such as timber cattle etc.  when they came to athnes
· Metal and iron thries and the south of the back sea 
· Shipping tended to shut down in the winter it was a day time occupation 
· They tended to keep the coast – they did not want to sail to the Mediterranean   
· Sailing was a breeze compared to land travel
· Rivers and seas were regarded as connectors
