Slavery:
· The form in slavery practiced in America was a particular kind as it was focused on a distinct group the Blacks 
· Slavery was focused on a particular group 
Debt Slavery:
· A citizen who fell into debt in Athens 
· Worked until his debt until his debt was paid off

The enslavement of women:
· Clans would fight – the winner would kill all the adult males and they would enslave their women as slaves 
· As societies evolved – native labour proved to be insufficient in many cases – the demands for slave increased not only due to war – any conquered people were at the mercy of the conquer.
· As societies started to evolve – what societies began to do was enforce labour in various forms.  The slaves could not leave the land, they were forced to remit 
· There are really two initial circumstances to get slaves:
· The need for labour or need for skilled labour
· They needed to maintain more male full time in military capacity – therefore it needed to be replaced – this was seen in Sparta – the Spartans had salves who were belonged to the state. 
· Periorci – they were allowed to be free slaves but not free completely 
· The person is free to represent himself at law 2) 3) he is free to do what he wishes and can go where he wants 
· Britain was the first country to ban slavery – but the navy could take people off the street and make them serve in the navy 

Intermediate state: (surfdom) 
· Individuals are not allowed to leave the land – they are forced to remit – this kind of bondage was common in northern Greece 
Free person:
· The slave could either buy or granted his or her freedom 
· That person would still be tied to certain ties to his or her former master 
· A potter had no children – he would free a slave – the potter freed the slave the salve has to support the potter for the rest of his life
· Under the romans free person – could not get citizenship- if they got a legit marriage their children would roman citizens 
Slaves:
· Various forms 
· Greek a various from 
· Range from chattel slavery – where the slave is treated is the same as an animal – this kind of slavery happened where work was dangerous – mines etc – where life expectancy was not long 
· There is considerable freedom – slave workmen sent out to pursue a trade – in the greek world the slave had not legal rights – the condition of the slave dependent on the will of the master 
· In the Roman world – when the state started to harm the lower casts – the slaves started to develop their own laws 
· In the greek world the legal distinction is clear 
· A educated slave working for  a wealthy master – that he was allowed to accumulate property for himself as he was valuable for the master 
· The slaves in Greece dressed the same as anyone else – you could not tell a salve from a free person – 
· Greek world Slavery was accepted as a way of life – we have no evidence from Greek world of any arguments that wanted to abolish slavery 
· Generally speaking if the slaves revolted they would usually try to escape and get way
· Greeks regarded slavery as natural law – Ius narturale  - 
· Ius gentium – law that is agreed with the nations 
· Greeks regarded some groups as natural slaves 
· Greeks had a very strong sense in racial superioty 


· Debt slavery was quiet common in Greece – In between members of the same plois 
· It tended to die out by the 5th century BC
· Since you cannot pledge your land for loan – you pledge your person – legally you become the possession you owe the debt to – the person can do what he likes to you 
· What ever citizenship you had into your community would be set aside 
· The greatest supply from the Greek world was from outside of Greece 
· They also acquired to get slaves with certain type of skill
· They wanted to get them from the east 
· Prisoners of war could be slaves – criminals could be salves – pirates focused on enslaving rather than looting 
· Slave trade by pirates or by slave traders were apart of the increase of slavery 
· Children who were exposed in athenes were exposed to slavery 
·  The ancient did not have a notion that we have – a child was regarded as an asset – another mouth to feed
· slaves came from the north – beyond the danier river 
· the man power from the north as very desirable they were bigger and stronger – they treated these men were treated very viciously due to the fear of them 
Cost of slaves:
· not cheap 
· cheapest slave – donkey driver – 140 (greek money) half a years pay of a unskilled laborer 
· highly skilled slave: - goldsmith – 360 (greek money) a bit more than a years pay 
· the price range between the cheapest and the highest is only about 2 times 
· the poor who were living hand to mouth could not afford slaves 

Agriculture:

· debt slavery was important – people had to pay off the loan – land would be marked off it is produce was to be given the  loaner
· agricultural slavery was not practiced in middle Greece
· Sicily – there was agriculture was practiced there 
· Worst conditions for the slaves were in the mines and cowries – 30,000 miners life expectancy was quiet short- the children were being used – the reason for this was that they were small and can get along the narrow shaft – they can also be used for pulling 
· The use of children in nasty form labour appears through out history 
· `industry – in greek world was not bad conditions – this means a small shop in Greece
· if you rented a salve – you can get 40% return through the year 
· industry the person would have one salve 
· would buy a salve as an old age pention – if they did not have any children – on the understanding that the salve would be free and receive his business on debt 
· Banker owned a salve as he died his slave took over – he build up a fortune with a lot of money ( name: PAsion)
· Any house hold that could afford a slave would have a salve 
· In many activities that machines perform the slaves did –
· Women slaves: would do spinning, shopping etc. if there were kids between the father and slave – the kids would be slave unless the father  accepted them 
· Hettairae – they were to act as sexual partners and to engage in conversations among men – most wealthy and educated greek male were attached to these men – they became Hettairae became wealthy and bought out their freedom 

Importance of Slavery:
· When Spartans occupied decelea – 20 000 slaves went over to side 
· Its been suggested that there were 80 to 100 000 slaves in the city – to the total free population was 150 000, one salve to one and a half citizens all together 
· That Athens slavery was much more important to the democracy – due to slavery the adults could focus on the politics of democracy 
· The economic effects – the shortage of skill labour was chornic in the greek world – the people under polis only did so much labour – skilled slaves were at a premium – 
· There was an option available – such as citizenship – there was a lot of out flow of Greek citizens 
· The greek view of citizenship was so exclusive – they did not considered expansion of citizenship at all 
· Salves were quiet valuable – the use of slavery by the wealthy enabled them to increase their wealth gap 
· The area where it has been argued that slavery had a detrimental effect:
· Slavery made man power available 
· There was no need to make other things to replace man labour as it was available – such as machinery 
· The supply of slaves began to dry up- the machinery idea would not have worked due to being lack of knowledge 
· Even the Romans did not turn to machinery – they took lower classes and tied them to the productivity that was required 
· Not a lot depended on technology what needed to be done could be done 
· Work was not regarded as being good it was regarded as something you needed to stay alive – it was amazing to see how many people were living day to day and hand to mouth 

Religions:
· Provides an explanation to the world that is around us 
· Ritutal and the postion of people – gradually and rationally describe 
· Religion changes to an element of social control 
· Classical greek world – 2 groups – Apollonian / Dionysian 
· Apollonina – targeted towards the sky – rational 
· Dionysian – targeted towards the earth 
· The religion were familiar with in classical Greece in Olympian – god and goddess look like us – but they are bigger and stronger – they were immortal – some kind of super human – they have lots of gods and goddesses politesses 
· Zeus, Hades, Posideon 
· Hera – the wife of zeus 
· Athena – the goddesses 
· Ares – god war 
· Hespiatian – god of blacksmith 
· Apollo- god of intelligence 
· Aphreditic – goddess of fertility 
· Heremes – the messenger god 
· The gods have been interested in the human affairs. No clear sight between god and men – they would come down and can talk to you – quiet a lot of greek heros were off springs off god and humans – 
· Gods had favorites 
· God could basically do what they wanted – there was a contract between god and men 
· The gods gave favor to individuals community in return for proper rituals – romans and Greeks would to pray to the god and goddesses for victory they would make a sacrifice 
· The ancient believed if you neglected the gods – you would be in serious trouble 
· Gods gave some sort of pride – as each city made huge temples for gods 
· In the freek world the shenanigans of the god would be regarded as in religious 
· Some of philosophers started to attack the Greeks religion and their practices – when socoraties provided his huge rationality about religion he was said to atheist and killed 
· All of the games were ceremonies for the gods – at the home of the gods 
· Signing contests were constituted 
· Oracles the greeks put great weight on the oracles 
· Delphi – was a famous Oracles in the temple of Apollo – you gave your question to a male priest – the prestest would take a seat over the fumes – she would go into fumes – she would come out and say gibberish – priest would translate the greek 
· This kind of belief was presistant 
· the god defended a stratified society – the greeks did have a belief in the after life 
· it was only if you were an elite person you would go to elysian field 
· the priesthood not full it was set apart – 
· the presit did what was required on the part of the state 

Most important one Dionysian:
· The god of wine and fertility 
· Demeter who is goddess of fertility of the crops 
· The presit in this religion were almost female 
· Dionysian – his worships is over board people would get  carried away 
· These claims come from people who are usually hostile 
· These religion did involve
· There were secret insitations – religions orientied towards fertility 
· Athenes there was an attempt to tame Dinoysian – by bulding a temple in the  Athenes 
· the emotional contenct and color was misunderstood – 

Theather:

· festivals associated with dinoysian – included plays – the greeks were very competitive – the greeks turned preety much every thing into competition 
· there are 3 forms of plays in the greek world – Tragedy – satyr play – comedies 
· Tragedy – one actor – and a chorus – the ritual relating of a myth – there were three actors in a chours of 15 – subjects: mythical 
· Satry play: chours of satyr’s and always had a happy ending the plays were perfomed for Dinoysian – the festival was in march – were the tradgeties and comidies were perfomrd 
· At the Dinoysia – 3 people competiting – 3 tragedies and 1 satry and 3 separate comidies 
· All the roles were played by men 
· They wore leather boots, which in classical period was raise boots – the dress was all stellate 
· The satyrs wore shorts and a large a phalis 
· Each comidies had 4 actors and a chorus of 24 
·  The stage was open concept
· there was some use of machine 
· the people under the roof were on earth the actor on top would be on heavan
