Greek Society:
· We are mainly talking about Athenian society 
· When the greeks arrived in Greece – they came bringing with them the same thing of tribal society as the same people in the similar area – based upon the family
· Basic model: number families = Clan = tribe (more detailed ones)
· The history of the polis (the unit of community organization) is really the history of the tribe into settled citizens living in a territorial state 
· The establishment of a territorial state leads to the weakening of the clan and family due to the different rules of the polis (polis values exceed that of the clan. Kinship ties)
· History of polis shows weakening of kinship groups such as family and clan
· One of the important characteristic of the polis is the individual ( concerned with his rights) – the awareness of individuality  - it was  externally oriented ( it means how people value you / action oriented) goodness with a Greek is correlated with success 
· The concept of the consensus is weak to the greeks 
· This all operates in a concept system -  people are doing better or seem to be doing better – the person who does better brings glory to his family 

Aleibiades (Athenian)

· He was notorious politician 
· He came form a good family, good looking, educated, athletic
· One of the most narcissists and selfish person around 
· He would do anything to win even if it broke the rules 
· In politics – he would control the Athenian policy, if something went wrong he would find a way out 
You are only ashamed if you are caught

Social organization:

· Family – clan -  phraty  - tribe - polis 
Citizenship:

· It was hierarchy you had to be boen from legitimate citizens 
· Unless due to war you can have kids from other tribes but only under circumstances 
· Family was the material wealth of the state 
Non – citizens:
· anyone ( slave was a family member did the same thing as the family member- such as same prayers )
· any foreigners who were staying at the house of friends were brought into the house as family members – while staying fell under the member of the house hold the leader of house provided him protection 

Development of Polis (family):
· The state it self owned very little in the beginning 
· A god or goddess states them selves them with the polis – they were citizens of the polis 
· As the polis developed – public buildings emerged  - plois is something that is new – there is no state in before times everything is owned by the god – with the polis there are meeting houses are made for people to come they are not owned by anyone 
· The concept of state in classical period was always weak 
· The Greeks did not talking about Athens – they talked about Spartan, Corinthians 
· A lot of interference by the polis – rules governing the family – to make sure the family is healthy and make sure they do not disappear 
· the family it self consists of father mother children’s salves animals any foreigners staying with family – also enough land that family can support it self 
· the land it self cannot be sold – it is given to the clan – and than for the family to use but if the family does die out than it is given back to the clan 
· the classical era – the family was greater than the individual – even the male head of the house hold is the servant of  the house hold – every individual has his or her place 
· this matrix (family) was a big thing in the Greek world – until he collapse of the polis 

Husband and wife:
· Kurios ( is the head of the family) – in law he is responsible for and controls everything in the family – controls his wife (limitation) – controls children 
· Women could look at the property under special circumstances 
· The family is supreme
· Kurios – make sure the family is protected, make his resources more, and find a suitable heir for his job
· Gyne (mother/wife) means procreation – responsible of the house hold – girls were usually married between 14 and 16 – the concept of love dilution – marriage was a contract the potential had no say in it – the husband had some say there is a reason for that males were married around 30 you are regarded as a veteran solider – marriage was contracted between the heads of the two house holds – important element was dowry 
· For a classical greek marriage the contract was important 
· The marriage it self was absolutely nothing – it was just the transfer of the female to the males household 
· There was no sanctification – no church
· Marriage happened in the same clan to the elite 
· She was loaned out to the male household to get legitimate heirs 
· If a divorce happened – the dowry had to be returned – basically she changed Kurios – but if anything went wrong and she went back to the original Kurios the dowry went back with her – any Athenian women had to have a Kurios   
· The importance of virginity is that if the  women was not a virgin couldn’t get married 
· A women has to marry the fathers closest male relative if original husband could not have a son 
· If the brother marries this heiress he cannot do anything to effect the property he holds for the male child of that marriage 
· The act of living was more labour intensive – males were involved in public affairs – the Greeks has an institution called gymnasium they had to attend and work out everyday and do military training 
· Women just had to look after the house hold 
· Women were expected to make clothes 
· The very poor did not fall under these regimes there everybody had to do what they had to do to make a living 
· The women were not sexually active – generally speaking highly sexually wife was not that desirable – there are all sorts of law suits that involve women fertility 
· The males were given a huge amount of personal freedom 
· Prostitution seemed to be quite common in the larger city 
· The wealthy Athenians has mistresses – one or two healthy Athenian- they were allowed to be in public affairs {hetairay} 
· Demosthenes –
· Laws that divide the men and women into inside and outside – if your women was inside and white meant you were rich enough to keep your women inside – women were in very second class roles – the diet of women was worse than men 
· Women has very less meat and watered down wine – there education was next to nothing 
Children:

· Are regarded as the essence of the family
· Boys being to train for public life and military life – the girls help out in the house 
· First two children would be raped – wether the rest were raised depended on the resources available to the family – children would be given to the other family who needed children – Remikos was where children were left that were not wanted – they were picked up by pimps or slave owners – in Spartan the children would be abandon in the hill side 

· A land where growing population has to be supported by import export
· The family provides provide everything 

Elder:
· When the head of the family became old ( age 60) that was when you were unfit for military services 
· If the heir was sound of mind could take over – the family provided social security from birth until death 
· They had to bury the elder in the land
· And had to manage the grave 
· The greeks didn’t have the concept of afterlife that well
· The believed the spirit hangs around the grave site 
· They had feasts around the grave sites because they though the dead participated 

Functioning of Politics:

· Athens in developed period was a direct democracy 
· The real decisions were made by the Assembly (made of every adult citizen who could get there to vote) held in the open space and you listened to people making proposition – anyone could make a proposition – by voting the policy was decided 
· Like in any state – there is tension between groups with competing interests 
· There are other elements who seem to profit them selves – everyone has there own particular interests 
· Groups who suffer or profit from change 
· People in power made their family stronger 
· Families and groups seek to get as much as out of the state 
· Fame to get from the state 
· Basically every from of public activity was seen as an competition – it is expressed in war, athletics etc. 
· Even going to the theater was a competition 
· Winners got considerable benefits out of this – wealthy people would spend for athletes, gods and plays for them to win 
· Final reward was a statue in the public place 
· The more prominent the larger the better `
· The attempt to gain fame was based upon a couple of things – expenditure, values of the goals achieved, risks taken, the importance of the individual on the team – this cause problem in war when to many generals are going to war together- they tend to lose wars – not only you have to beat them but have to have to destroy them – over time they would get there to bring you down – this happened a lot in politics 
· It is a very insufficient way of running a polis 
· It this was negative factor – it was solved for them by alexander 
· Within the system the elites tried to keep their grip of resources and other things 
· The basis for their activity is the family 
· The competitive activity needs a lot of support – people get wealth like sponsoring by getting business contracts and citizenships
