Lecture:

· Text book pg 440 
· The subject of the lecture today is alexander the great 
· Map on page 440 shows – Northern Afghanistan 
· Beginning in about 480 – when the Greeks confronted the Persians they developed their classical civilizations – within 200 years they went from barbarians to Alexander marching through Afghanistan 
· He was on the very few greatest military mind 
· He took culture right across the near east  - he laid the foundation for the mixing of cultures in east Europe and the near east and parts of the middle east 
· In Iran and India there has been a kind of change through these regions after alexander’s death – there is the continuity between the culture that emerged after his death and the culture that is there today 
· His achievement was opening up these areas to each other 
· When phillip died alexander was 20 years old he was a mix Macedonian –he was educated by the philosopher Aristotle 
· He got his political military power from his father 
· From Aristotle got an interest in science and medicine 
· When the army moved through areas he was accompanied by philosophers – these philosophers collected specimens and ideas back to the greek world – this was an pre planned idea from alexander 
· 18 he lead fought in a major battle with his father 
· when phillip died chaos threatened – 2 of this senior generals ensured that alexander would get that throne
· he was confronted with revolt form the greek people – he marched in Greece took over the Greece city – he called a conference between the greek cities- he emphases to the greeks he was going to continue to invade Persian empire 
· why did he do this? He jus thought about doing it – he wanted the adventure and the idea of invading Persia it was very attractive – but there is a more rational reason – 
· Isocrates encouraging Phillip than alexander to invade Persia to subjugate the barbarians and bring the greeks values to these people – leaving the force behind to protect Macedonia and the greeks 
· The army of 30 000 infantry 5 000 Calvary   - the army was organized for long term and long distant activity 
· Alexanders was really quiet will organized for moving on its own – he had engineers, etc. 
· He has secretaries who did the paper work – he had a general command a high command – they tended to be depended on one general – they were committed and there was no way of changing tactics – alexander had 100 nobles who were capable of carrying orders across the battle field – you can change tactics as the battle advances 
· In other words if it was cut of from Greece it could still operate it was community that was marching forward – 
· Persian king at the time – Darius the 3rd he was a weak king – his weakness was a huge part of the problem 
· Persian system of government -  was devided into satrap – they owned allegiance to the Persian king they often acted indecently 
· Persian king had a his small amry he depended on the straps (locals ) to provide the numbers for the army- they were very heterogeneous and very hard to control 
· Persians were strong in cavalry weak in inftary 
· Satraps decided to face him quickly – they thought quiet rightly if they could eliminated alexander they can destroy the army 
· One of the characteristics of alexander he fought in the front line of his kings – they almost did it – they faced the Macedonia   in a river called granicus  ( imporatant on the map) 
·  On of the straps got the head of helmets of alexander and if alexndaers bodaygaurd got the strap and alexander was safe 
· alexander his support for democracy – he moved from asia minor towards Syria – middle of asia minor called Gordium (IMPORTANT CITY)
· people believed that if someone could come to cut the Knot he would conqour Asia 
· in 333 confronted Persian in a place called Issies – the Persians decided to face alexander – the battle began before the issue was decided  - Darius fled the battle field and his family was caught  – Alexander treated them with respect 
· he published a letter – Persians invaded greeks ,  Persians assassinated Phillip, Darius would have to come as a subject not an equal ruler 
· Darius offered 10 000 tons of gold which was a lot of money and all of Syria and a lot of land 
· Alexander entered Egypt he scarified to the bull in Egypt – he made a trip to the shrine of Ammon – where it is said that god has told alexander he was his son of zeus 
· The impotance here this enables alexander he his a successors of the pharos 
In Egypt – he was made to think he was a divine oracle

· In middle of 331 Darius has little army – alexander met Darius at a small village – Darius fled again 
· After this Alexander struck into the Persian heartland after the breid resistance alexander took Persia 
· The macedonian’s looted the Persians empire – 180 000 of god made it back to Macedonia 
· The Persians kings palace to be set on fire 
· The burning of the place symbolized the end of the end of the Persian dynasty – 
· On the implications of this he is creating a world wide empire – if you take away greek and Macedonia – parallels the islamists view to establish an empire in the same area 
· The task of the league now ended the people who wanted to go back were sent back 
· One of the great achievements building cities his idea was building of cities would do 2 things 1.) speard the culture of greek 2.) mix the culture of the greeks and these people 
· He also came to appreciate the quality of the Persians 
· He became to adopted the Persian war drobes – he pratcied the Persian pratcie of protation of searching people before the king 
· Some of the Persian straps were left in place – with Macedonia leaders this caused a grumble 
· People in the Greece were not interested in the empire Alexander was created 
· But there was still a problem Darius – he fled to the Afghanistan 
· Alexander went after him – satrap found him and he killed him – he pursued the strap into the hindu kush defeated him and put him to death 
· In 329 alexander is right in northern afganistan in a place that the greeks called Bactria in this area he found a number of cities – kandhar is realted to Alexandria 
· Most important alexander married the daughter on the nobel of an important area of his empire 
· His indian set up – alexander believed that if he took this place he would be at the end of the earth 
· He actually marched to the indus – again he found one or two cities – his army said that’s it 
· Alexander tried every thing – he was forced to give in and march down to the indus and the sea 
· Alexander build a fleat of ships sending his amry back home 
· When alexander got back he found that – were busy plundering the subjects he conqured rather than ruling 
· He found that he satraps the be acting the same way 
· He excuted about 600 soilders and genrals to make an example of them 
· At this feast in Susa – he married the daughter of Darius – 10 000 troops married Persian wifes after his death almost all of these marriage were taken away 
· Alexander him self moved to babaloyn – he died on 13 of june 333 he was not yet 30 years old 
· He seemed to be able to develop tactis that others were not ready for 
· He had the ability to control his able and powerful officer he kept the loyalty of the toops despite the stresses he put on them – he was very controlled 
· One of the weakeness was he had a great amount of regreat 
· In casaes he killed is supports who he supported of treason 
· His ability of a political administrator was not great – when he came from the east his empire was in caos and could not put it right 
· 70 cities – peoples by greeks – very few Macedonians remain a lot more greeks remained 
· Greeks hated alexander –  his sympathies and rejected his policies of mixing – he was also seen as oppressor of Greece 
· The roman empire military affiency and ruthlessness
