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Greek-Literature; philosophy; education (Classical Greece):

· Development and awareness of individual and the awareness of ones self 
· The people of the near east theologically inclined than the Greeks themselves 
· World was formed and ruled by divine forces – each god and goddess ruled the local areas – everything belonged to the gods – the deities him self was excepted to be fed and be taken care of 
· All Literature has survived from near east is religious or religious oriented 
· Humanity as its environment considered to be the creation of the divine will – the dayaties 
· Where do we come from ? how are we made ? – these questions are diverted towards god 

Greeks: (philosophy)

· Gods are really like humans – 
· They were superhumans – the importance of the mind of the individual of the mind – Odysseus is clever and finds ways to out think the gods 
· Two sources – Orphic mystiesim – revolves around Orpheus – explain the origins of the world which are very different from the other texts of the east 
· 2nd – series of political, society, commerce – they encountered different people and got different ideas and these people had better understanding of themselves  - they developed individual skills 
· cost of Asian myna – is where the philosophers came from not directly from Greece 
· It began in Ionia in the late 7th century – in the kingdom of Lydia 
· Greek Philosophy divides into 4 periods :
· 1 – Pre Socratic – very important talks about natural phenomonin – talked about the cosmos  
2- Socratic – developed by Socrates – tuned away natural pheniminon talked about man – origin of knowledge 
3- Hellemistic – linked the first 2 togetheer 
4- post hellemistic period – added religion (Christianly ) to te 3rd one 
· The greek philosophy came to an end during the 
· Miletus: where philosophers came from 
·  Thales – he was able to predict an eclipse – everything was made of water in which everything floated – matter itself was a unity , 
· Anaximander (610 – 550)- concept of infinity – the earth it self was cylinder surrounded by a circle of fire – man was created of water also – world was destroyed and started again , 
· Anaixnenes (550 – 520) – he was of the view that primary substance was air – than turned into water rust and rock – 
· Pythagoras – transmigration of souls – he regards the souls and  the body as two separate things – soul can move from one body to another – life was dedicated to ethical and religious principles  - first to suggest to the earth was a sphere 
· Began the study of medicine – early period life sciences were known as philosophes 
· The greeks did not know the different between the difference between the heart and liver – developed the first medical school in Greece 
· Xenophanes:   he was traveller and poets – he attacked the notion of gods of the Greece – he said god was motion less and  never changing – stars were firey clouds – mental progress was achieved by man not gifts of the gods – his conception nature of the greek gods – was a creation of man itself. 
· Heraclitus: fire is the essence of all things, it is always changing and always moving thus no permanent forms – idea that existence lasted that everything turned to fire. The soul was the part of the divine fire which returned there after death – sense wrongly suggest to us that the existence is permanent 
· Parmenides: being was the only thing that existed – non being is the empty space – the senses dilute us –
