Literature: 
First form of literature that the Greeks were involved in were the poets of Homer
“epics” great deeds done by great men – aristocratic – never deals with ordinary people doing ordinary things – aristocracy 
the introduction of the alphabet really had a very profound effect on the literacy – it could be assumed there were a significant amount of people who read – there were important announcements – they were set up in the public 
records are orally passed down in verse than in probes 
“probes” you can break away from the poetic convention 
what probes enables ? to recall facts and ideas of considerable importance – there are more people able to read – it is probes not verse  that allows intellectual scientific ideas 
transmition and fertilization are two great gifts of probes 
you wrote them on slates – they would cover a sheet with a thin later of wax and than starch on it 
the difficulty of information retrieval – write on papyrus with was the Egyptian idea – the problem with it was that greeks never invented pages rather it was kept in rolls – Romans invented pages 
counting comes before reading – more people are finding tit easier to learn arithmetic than reading letters  
among the educated (more advanced culture) – tragedies and comedies performances were attended by large crowds – the amount of people who could understand the play was not  a lot – the language is so hard to learn form 
Lyrical poetry: in the ancient world deal with great deeds they were celebration of battles the Olympic games and temples – most of them that survived are of that nature 
Development of technical literature: dealing with math, astronomy, architecture, agriculture etc. – the was explosion in the Hellenistic period with the romans built upon  - those persons who developed this would understand it and read it 
How were people educated? Sparta you were not educated – solely on the physical capabilities – it was under the state control 
Liberal studies: played an important part in Athens – military service was restricted for 2 years from 18 – 20 – 
in contrast with Sparta – there was no state interference in education 
teachers took private pupils for fees – the primary teacher took kids from 6-14, he was actually a little more than a day labour – you learnt writing arithmetic reading and little music – you learned your reading from reading the classical verse from homer – and then practicing the grammar 
Wrote memorization – it was important to memorize things in the classical Greek world 
When your parents were satisfied that you have learned enough they made you quit 
Secondary school: 14 – 18 on the sons of the more wealthy – they would learn mathematics – they would learn the art of public speaking – this education had very high ethical content – this kind of of education made you a member of a group was the elite  
The social use of education to place you in a social group went on for quiet sometime and was passed on the European system went on through
 the 19th and 20th century – a lot of the invention came from private individuals rather than schools and universities 

Peloponnesian war and the decline of the Greek state: 
445 bc with Athens gave up on the idea of the empire – it returned to its naval priorities 
once Athens focused on naval holdings it started develop more efficient ways of using its empire
after 445 began exploiting it empire it increased the tribute – started to send out colonizes to challenge other Greek colonies – it challenges Corinth 
Athenes started to impose democratic government on its allies – 441 bc island of Samos tried to secede from the empire – athenes made it clear that there was no discussion of secession – Samos  lost its fleet and was made to pay money to Athens 
The land was handed over to military colonizes “clerkhs” the only tie they had was of ancestry – they retained their Athenian citizenship there job was to act a garrison and establish and Athenian empire 
Athenian expansions – it started to have reprocsussion – such as Sparta – there was number of actions which led up to the war – they are in the text important to look up – they provide a clear information on what happened to the war
The Corinth it felt that it was the most threatened by Athens that the Peloponnesian league ( Sparta was the leader) declare a war on the Athens 
The Athenians were confident its leaders were Pericles – only Corinth had a large fleet but their tactics were old – they might expect to get some help from cyrcus 
The Peloponnesian had much larger and much more trained military force – they had a lot of reserves 
Athenians had a huge treasury build up from the allies – they had a huge financial gain 
Peloponnesian could not keep ships at sea due to lack of money available to them 
Athenian army was well prepared and ready for the war – Peloponnesian war regarded as the classical Greek world war 
It is famous for the person who wrote the first account on the it – Thucydides – he wrote a monogram – it was a very close study of a specific war and its causes and development – he actually set the model for monographic writing in the future – he said he was writing this as a model for future generation who would encounter this same situation in their time – first half of the history of the war in written by him 
He put a lot of speeches in the writing – he usually pared his speeches – the purposes of the speeches to provide an analysis of  the issues involved
His history was an artistic piece of work – he is concerned very much with arrogance – the fall due to arrogance 
Peloponnesian a lot of historians had subjected that the war is not that great – not true it was the central consequences and decline of the greek city states – 
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
