· in period of under 200 years the Greeks who occupied small piece of land the Greeks expanded to the Persian empire – they also expanded towards the hindu kush 
· Alexander- he laid the emergence of the Hellenistic world – Hellenistic world laid the foundation for the roman empire 
· He developed a vision – the idea of communication – he moved on from conquest and plunder – the object of plunder 
· Ancient Greek is like ancient Persia – if the ancient Greek spoke slowly could be understood by a Persian who listened carefully 
· His conception was a multi ethnic empire 
· What was began by alexander continued to this day opening up the world through communication 
· He died in 323 
· His generals started to fight over the loot and what they would get – the establishment of cities was something that no one could back off from – even though alexander’s empire started to fall apart many of the core foundations stayed to this day 
· The importance of the cities they did persist as a place for greek culture and greek ideas 
· Alexander has positioned him self as the last king of Persia – at his dead there was no obvious successor – after the shake down there were 3 major powers that emerged 
· 1 Macedonia in the hold heart land – 2nd Syria which from its heartland controlled much of the rest of alexander’s empire – 3rd Egypt alexander’s generals named Ptolemy 
· period after his dead the time of period of territorial wars – around 250 a new Persian kingdom had taken over all of Syria and its controlled empire – this dynasty known as the Parthians kings of Persia were able to push Greek kingdom of Syria back  
· in 70 years the 3 main kingdoms had ruined them self that they were pushed back to Greece 
· Alexander’s successors followed his footsteps – they wanted to garrison the land – when they thought of administration by cities – even in Egypt there were some spread of cities even though Egypt was a country of temples and villages – one city of great importance in Egypt was known as Alexandria 
· The idea of mixed races was unpopular with his army – in the areas closer to Syria Egypt mixing did occur – the cities them selves became divided for the country side as they considered them selves to be Greek – 
· One of the reasons why Islam spread so quick because of its acceptance of the people – there was no resistance until closer to the Greek heartland – the Greek polis and the city state had been finished – Phillip and alexander treated Greek as a unity 

What you see in the hellonistic period is large empire: 

· number of characteristics 
· 1st the development to the worship of the kings – divinity and the right to worships –
· political philosophy that justified this act –
· the king was suppose to be living breathing god and it has a connection with the Christian daynaty 
· 2nd centralization of power – king was likely always to intervene – the notion of the all powerful king – European kings controlled all of the administration – Constantine fits under this model – his eyes are set up in such a way where ever you stand he’s looking at you 
· 3rd the development of burocratics – developed in Egypt that you would be punished – this was seen in Rome 
· one of the great discovery was the disovery of the individual – this was the driving virtue of the greek civilization 
· there was always a concern the state would seek to circumcise the right of the individual – that is the perception that s really around today – so in this sense the greek advance was set back 
· intellectuals were confronting the state – they started to imagine new ideas for the states – 
· 4th – huge movement of people the greeks and other people a well- the growth of isolation – they move around and they get isolated – to an extent the greeks did compensate by sending some of the things with them – they sent the gymnasium you had to be member if you were a citizen – every greek city were ever it was they took it with them if you were not a greek you did not belong – the traditional clan organization it disappeared – the family unit tended to be the unit of social organization and the clan tended to disappear- the closer you get to the meditrainian  the more potent was the greek culture  - Greek artifacts and greek art speared to India and beyond – greek artifacts went even further they went to eastern India – the west is also opened up to eastern influences especially from Egypt 

· Christianity was one of the religions that had an influence on the roman world 
· As alexander proceeded into the east – the philosphers sent many specimens back to the greek world they did experiments 
· Biology began in this period – there would be improvement of strain of growing better plants and seeds – a lot of medicine was oriented towards religion and magic – some of the greek writers helped roman doctors – these documents helped doctors in Europe until the 18th century 
· Archimede actually volunteered to help buled machines o fight off the romans when syracus fell and he was killed his machines were let go 
· One very important development was public support of scholars and scientists 
· In Egypt city of Alexndria – the museum there was support available for scientists to study there 
· Very importantly during this periods rulers started to patronize scholars – authors worked on science, astronomy, etc. 
· There was a huge bank of this literature – incorporated in the roman writings – a lot of it came through the Arabic scholars 
· One area where there was very little development was techonology – technological improvement was meant to make something bigger and better – partially this was because of the huge population in the east 
· Huge worlds were done with old teachniques one advancement was in military – and huge development in physics – it started to support military 
· The improvement of segie warfare tended to be the preferd to be used – huge ships were built – there was no improvement in technologies – armies became larger – when the romans first encountered they failed against the syrian’s 
· secondaly while te standing army were fairy big they did require local support but they were far less effective than the roman armies 
· cities not only speard the became bigger – biggest cities were 100 000 people – a lot of these cities tended to be crowded together for defensive reasons – cities tended to go up rather than spread out 
· the increasing percentage that did not produce anything tended to grow in the cities 
· The tension between the cities were extremely well off drawing wealth from solders who brought wealth from other parts 
· They distinguish themselves by education levels and cultural levels 
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
